SECTION 2, Use of Appropriated Fubds, - Funds shall be
available exolusively for the specific purpose for which they
have been appropriated. No ordinance shall be passed authorizing
any transfer of approprietions from one item to another.

SECTION 3, Use of Savings - The Hayor and the Vicellayor
are authorized to use savings in their reaspective appropriations
for the payment of the following obligations incurred during the

budget year:

a. food production activities, including irrigation, fer
fertilizer subsidies and seed funda for special financing
programsj

b. payment of retirement gratuity or separation pay of
employesa who are entitled thereto under existing lawa
or are laid off, or as a result of the elimination of
their poaitions under existing proceduresj

¢. payment of salary inoreagses and additional compensation
and the like authoriszed during the year but no appropria-
tions has been provided in this ordinance, or where the
authorized appropriation is not sufficient to odwver such
salary inoreases or additional compensation;

SECTION 4. Supplemental Budget. - Change or changes in the
annual budget authorized under the ordinance may be made within
the Calendar Year by way of Supplemental budget as may be authoriszed
and approved by the Sangsuniang Bayan which shall be prepared in
a manner provided by the law and shall not exceed one supplememtal
budget per year as provided under R.A. T160, PROVIDED, that such
supplemental budget shall pertain to new projects or aotivities
not othorwise included in the approved appropriation herein
provided under this Ordinance. Additional supplemental bumdget
shall be approved in times of publie calamity by way of budgetary
realignments to set aside appropriations for the purchase of
supplies and materials or the payment of services which are
exceptionally urgent or absolutely indispensable to prevent
imminent danger to, or loas of life or property, in the juriadiction
of the local government unit or in other area declared by the
Praaident in a state of calamity.

SECTION 5, Submission of Financial Statements, = The
Munieipal Treasurer a.udf-:::' Munjieipal Accoumbidnt shall submit to
the Mayor and the Sangguniang Bayan the monthly financial stete-
marits of the Munieipal Government and such other reporta which they
may requirs from time to time,

SECTION 6, Heporting System, - Ewvery head of department or
office of the Municipal Government shzll render a gquarterly report
of operations ro the Hayor and to the Bayan which
shall be submitted on or before the end of the ten-day periocd
next following the end of avery guarter,

SECTION 7+ The Municipal Treasurer shall saintain control
of regords indicating the amount approptiated, the actual revenue
and receipts of the Municipal Governmemt, the accounts allocated
apd available for expenditubes, the unliquidated obligations,
actual balances on hand and unencumbered balances of allotments
for each departments or office of the Municipal Goverrment.

SECTION 8, Repealing Clause, - Any Ordinance and/or
regolutions or parts thereof in conflict with this Ordinance is
hereby amended or repealed accordingly,.

SECTION 9. Date of Effestivity. - This Ordinance shall
take effect on Januaxry 1, 1997,
