AN ORDINANCE AMENDING MUNICIPAL ORDINANCE NO. 7-5-
2011 ENTITLED: “AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE PASSAGE
AND/OR ENTRY OF ALL KINDS OF GARBAGE TRUCKS IN ALL THE
STREETS AND THOUROUGHFARES OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF
BACOOR, CAVITE, EXCEPT THOSE PROVIDING SERVICES TO THE
MUNICIPALITY, AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS
HEREOF."

WHEREAS, under Section 16 of Republic Act No. 7160
empowers local government units to exercise such powers
necessary for its efficient and effective govermnance, and
those which cre essential to the promotion of the general
welfare within their respective teritorial jurisdiction.

WHEREAS, in complionce with the said mandate, the
erstwhile Sangguniang Bayan of Bacoor passed Municipal
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Ordinance HNo.  7-5-2011  entitled: “AN  ORDINANCE

REGULATING THE PASSAGE AND/OR ENTRY OF ALL KIND5S OF
GARBAGE TRUCKS IN ALL THE STREETS AND THOUROUGHFARES
OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF BACOOR. CAVITE, EXCEPT THOSE
PROVIDING SERVICES TO THE MUNICIPALITY, AND PRESCRIBING
PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS HEREOF."

WHEREAS. the sald municipal ordinance became
effective in 2011 but its allFencompassing nature prevents its
implementation by the City Govemment.

WHEREAS, the Sangguniang Panlungsod reviewed the
implementation of the soid municipal ordinance and
concluded that there ik a need to amend the same.

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Sangguniang
Paniungsod of the City of Bacoor, in reqular session duly
assembled, that:

Sec. 1. The following provisions of Municipal
Ordinance No. 7-5-2011 are hereby amended and shall
henceforth read as follows:

“SECTION 1: TITLE. This Crdinance shall be known as the
“Garbage Truck Entry Regulation Ordinance of the City of
Bacoor.”

SECTION 2: SCOPE. This Ordinance prohibits fthe
passage and/or entry of all kinds of garbage trucks on_any
sireet, road, of thoroughfgre within the territorial jurisdiction of
the City of Bocoor, Cavite without first complying with the

following provisions.

SECTION 3: DEFINITION OF TERMS.

. Garbage - any solid or residual waste, animal or
vegetable refuse including but not limited fo
biodegradable and non-biodegradable materials;

2. Gaorbage ftrucks - any vehicle used in the
transportation garbage as defined herein regardiess
of its kind or size;

3. Streets and thoroughfares - refer to all kinds of streetfs
and thoroughfares as defined herein either in transit
to and from any disposal site or sanitary landfill
located outside the City of Bacoor, Cavite or for
garbage collection within its temitorial jurisdiction:

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4, Impounding area - shall be the orea designated by
the City within its temitorial jurisdiction which is utilized
for material recovery facilities.

SECTION 4. PROHIBITONS. A. It shall be unlawful for
any garbage truck being used for the collection/disposal of
the solid/residual waste including those collecting or hauling
t lid/residual waste of the City of Bacoor to pass through
enter, or yse any of the streets, roads and thoroughfares within
the temritorial jurisdiction of the City of Bacoor.

In_order to agllow the sgid garbage frucks to enter the
tesritorial jurisdiction of the city, the drdver, owner, operator. or
officer-in-charge of the said trucks should first comply with all
of the following reguirements:

q) Presentation to any gpprehending officer of the City of
Bacoor of g "Permit To Dump" issued by the manager or
administrator of the dumpsite where the said garboge
truck is headed;

bl Obtain_an official clearance from the boarangay or
barangays having jurisdiction over the roads o be

traversed by the said garbage truck;
<) Payment of g "REood Access Fee" by the owner or

operator of the said garbage truck amounting to Five
Thousand Pesos [PhP 5000.00) to the Office of the City

Treasurer of the City of Bacoor on or before the 30" day

of January following the date of effectivity of this
Qrdinance;

d] Obtain an official clegrance from the City Environment
and Natural r ffi N tating that:

the said garbage ftruck and its contents are in
compliance with the perinent provisions of BA 9003,
n th r ing hauled the truck is
propedy segled containers;
e) Secure g Mayor's Permit every year; and
f) Passing through hours shall only be between 12:00 a.m.
until 3:00 o.m. everyday.

B. It shall be uniawful for the driver, owner, operator,
or _officer-in-charge of trucks used or opergted by any

any of the roads, streets, or thoroughfares of the city without

first complying with all of the following requirements:

a) Establishment of a CENRO-approved covered
garbage segreqation areg located al least
twenty (20] meters away from any waterway,

body of water, or residenticl areq:
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o) Establishment of a materigls recovery facility
{MRF] within the properly owned by the said
COor ' tnership, or ropriatorship:

c) Secure quarterly clearance from the City Heglth
Office agnd the City Engineering Office that the
said focility i clean, wellmaintained, and
compliant with the provisions of this ordinance
and of other pertinent ordinances or laws;

d) Secure gnnugl clearance from the barongay
having jurisdiction over the areq where the facility
is located: and

el Secure business permil and Mayor's permit every
year,

SECTION 5. PENALTIES. Penalfies for the violation of this
Ordinance shall be imposed in the following manner:

a. The drver or person - in charge of the garboge
truck who violates the provisions hereol shall be
penalized as follows:

1# Offense - A fine of Three Thousand Pescos

(P3,000.00);

2 Offense - A fine of Four Thousand Pesos
(P4,000.00);

34 Ofense - A fine of Five Thousand Five Hundred
Pesos (P5.000.001:

Successive Offenses: |mpriscnment of not less
than one (1} month but not more than three (3

months gl the discretion of the court.

b. In any of the foregoing instances, the garbage
truck used In violation of this Ordinance shall be
impounded in the area to be designated by the
Office of the City Mayeor as impounding areq. The
said vehicle shall be released only after the
registered owner/s of the same- or its duly
authorized representative— pays an impounding
fee of Two Thousand Five Hundred Pesos (PhP
2.500.00) per day and a fine of Two Thousand Five
Hundred Pescs (P2.300.00). The sofid/residual
wastes contained inside any Impounded fruck,
which s not properly disposed within a period of
two (2] days after its impounding, shall be
unioaded and re-loaded to any garbage truck
accredited by the City, with or without the
prasence of the driver or registered owner or
authorized representative thereof, for proper
disposal to o sanilary londfil to avoid

decompaosition and emission of bad odor in the
_—mnm—-——
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impounding area and such garbage truck shall
not be released unless a transport and fipping fee
of Ten Thousand Pesos (P10,000.00) s paid at the
Office of the City Treasurer.

SECTION 6. AUTHORITY OF THE CITY MAYOR TO ISSUE
GUIDELINES. The implementing agency of the Office of the
Mayor is hereby forthwith authorzed o issue iImplementing
guidelines consistent with the provisions of this ordinance.
Provided: that such implementing guidelines shall include g
mechanism wherein exemptions from compliance herewith
may be allowed. Provided further: that a set of guidelines on
the routes that may be used by garboge frucks exempted
from the coverage of this Ordinance may also be included in
the said implementing guidelines.

SECTION 7. INFORMATION DISSEMINATION. A massive
information dissemination campaign shall be launched by the
City Mayor to ensure the successful implementation of this
Ordinance. To this end, the Public Information Office (PIO)
shall design such information materials that may be needed
to inform all private parties and other local govemment units
that may be affected hereby. Bilboards and signboards
informing the public of this Ordinance shall be installed in
conspicucus places particularty in the strategic boundaries of
the City of Bacoor, Cavite. The PIO s hereby mandated to use
all available means, subject to availabiity of funds to,
including television, radio and print media to effectively
disseminate information regarding this Ordinance.

SECTION 8. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE. If any provision or
section of this Ordinance s declared invalid or
unconstitutional, the other parts or provision thereof not so
declared as such shall remain valid and in effect.

SECTION 9. REPEALING CLAUSE. Any ordinance or part
thereof inconsistent with the provision of this ordinance shall
be deemed repealed or modified accordingly.

SECTION 10. EFFECTIVITY. This ordinance shall take effect
upon its approval and posting in af least two (2) conspicuous
places within the City."
