AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE OPERATION AND ESTABLISHMENT
OF JUNKSHOPS WITHIN THE CITY OF BACOOR AND PROVIDING
PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS HEREOF.

WHEREAS, the proliferation of junkshops along the main and
secondary roads of the City of Bacoor contribute to the clogging of
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vehicular fraffic and dimishes the oesthetic volue of s

communities.

WHEREAS, the pushcarts being used by operafors of
junkshops, the pile of recyclable maierials within and on the roof of
its premises, as well as the delivery trucks transporting recyclable
materials usually parked in front of the said establishments pose
sarious safety risks 10 the general public.

WHEREAS, most of the pushcarts being used by junkshop
operators are filthy and pose serious public health risks.

WHEREAS, regulating the establishment and operation of
junkshops within the city and incorporate the same in the Solid
Waste Management Program of the City of Bacoor Is consistent
with the legal mandate city government o promote the general
welfare and protect the environment.

NOW THEREFORE., upon motion of Councilor Reynaldo D.
Palabrica, unaimously approved by all the councillors present, BE IT
ORDAINED AS IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED by the Sangguniang
Panlungsad in regular session assembled that:

Seclion 1. TiHe.—This Ordinance shall also be known as the
“2014 Junkshep Regulation Ordinance of the City of Bacoor”.

Section2. Purpose and Coverage.—This ordinonce
regulates the operation and establishment of all junkshops located
and/or operating within the City of Bocoor.

Section 3. Definilion of Terms.-- The following terms, as used
in this Ordinance, shall mean:

a. Centrolized Ecclogical Zone (CRMI}— the only area within
the City of Bacoor located within Greenvalley Subdivision
in Barangay San Nicolas, Cily of Bocoor, Covite where
junkshops covered by this Ordinance shall be allowed to
operate

b. Junk - any waste or discarded recycylable maternal
regardiess of origin, size, weight., nature, or composition
which may Iinclude plostic. styrofcom, on, steel
aluminum, copper, brass, paper, glass, machine or
automobile ports or aony other material commonly
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regarded as frash or garbage in the ordinary sense of the

wiord.

¢c. Junk Deagler - a natural or juridical enfity (such as a
corporation,  partnership, sole  propnetorship,.  or
cooperative] engaged in either the business of selling or
buying recyclable maoterials, the collection of recyclable
materials from public or private properties. the operation
of pushcarts used for the collection or transportafion of
recyclable materials, or bulk buyers of recyclable
materials from junk shops.

d. Junk Shop - an establishment or place of business which is
maintained, operated, or used for storing. keeping.
buying. or seling old or scrap copper, brass, rope, rags.
batteries, paper trash, rubber debris. waste or junked,
dismantled or wrecked automaobiles, or parls thereof, iron,
steel, and other old or scraop ferrous or nonferous material
or for the maintenance or operation of an automobile
graveyard.

e. Operator — natural or juridical enfities [such as a
corporation,  partnership, sole  propretorship,  or
cooperative) that manage or supervise the operation of o
junk shop inlcuding its contents and premises.

f. Recyclable Materiak — any waste material refrieved from
the waste stream and free from contamination that can
still be converied info suitable beneficial use or for other
purposes, including, but not limited to, newspaper, ferous
scrap metal, non-femous scrap metal, used oil, comugated
cardboard, aluminum, glass. office paper. tin cans and
other materals as may be determined by the National
Solid Waste Management Commission.

Section 4. Regulatory Requirements. -- All junkshops, junk
dealers, and junkshop operators covered by this Ordinance shall
comply with the following requirements:

4.1. Junkshop operators are hereby required to secure a
Permit to Operate from the City Environment and Natural Resources
Office [CENRQO)] before establishing or operating a junkshop. For
new junkshops. the said permit shall be a requirement prior to the
establishment of the said junkshop. For junkshops already existing
prior to the date of effectivity of this Ordinance, the soid permit shall
be obtained on or before the 20™ day of January of every year
following the date of effectivity hereof.

42. The Permit to Operate shall indicate the name of the
junkshop operator, his address and that of his junkshop, contact
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number, emall address, the initial capitalization of the junkshop, the

number of service vehicles being operated by the junkshop. and
the kind of junk materials that will be. or is being fraded. by the said
junkshop. The permit shall be conspicuously displayed within the

—Junkshop.

43. After securing o Permit fo Operate. the junkshop
opreator shall also be required to secure a Business Permif, a Fire
Inspection Cerfificate, a Sanitary Permit, @ Health Certificate for all
of his workers, and a Local Clearance from the city government
offices responsible for the issuance of the same. All the said permits,
cerlificate, and clearonces shall be renewable every year and shall
De made available during inspection.

44. A signboard with a size not less than 3 feet by 3 feet
and not exceeding 4 feet by 4 feet, shall be prominently displayed
on the perimeter wall of the junkshop. The said signboard shall
legibly indicate the following: the name of the junkshop. the name
of its owner, its contact number, its business permit registration
number, and the name of the junkshop organization It may be
affiliated with, if any.

4.5. Junkshops shall have its own parking space located
within its premises or in an adjoining rented property sufficient for
the use of delivery/pick-up trucks, clients’' vehicles, pushcarts, and
pedicabs. Such parking spaces should not be located clong road
sides, sidewalks, or open/abandoned lots but rather within the
premises of the junkshop. In no instance shall the said parking
spaces be used for the storage, piling, cleaning, or sorfing of
recyclable materials ond may only be used for the unloading or
loading of such materials.

4.6. A junkshop, in order to be cllowed o operate, must
nave a minimum floor area of fifty (50) square meters that must be
enclosed on all sides, roofed, and properly ventilated.

4.7. City and barangay officials shall be primarity
responsible for the implementation of this Ordinance. No permit,
cerfificate. or clearance shall be issued in faver of any junk shop
operator who viclated or who is viclating any of the provisions
hereof.

48. The junkshop operator must observe safety at all times
and shall maintain an orderly system of piling recyclable materials
within its premises. At no instance shall junkshop operators be
dllowed to pile recyclable materials in such a way that it becomes
visicle from the rood or that it exceeds the height of the perimeter
fence of the junkshop. The roof of the junkshop shall not be used to
store any recyclable material. No recyclable material or junk may
be placed on the roof of any junkshop in order to prevent the said
roof from being caried off by the wind. The height of the perimtere
fence and enfrance gate of a junkshop shall not be less than 2
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meters but not more than 3 meters measured from the level of the

ground.

49. The junkshop operator must maintain separate areas
for sorting, weighing. and storage of recyclable materals within its
premises.

4.10. The pick-up or delivery of junk materials from junkshops
shall only be permitted between 10:00 am and 3:00 pm everyday
inluding weekends and holidays so as not to obtsruct the flow of
vehicular fraffic.

4.11. The pedicabs or pushcarts being operated by junkshop
operators shall be registered with the barangay where the junkshop
s located. The operators of the said pedicabs and pushcarts shall
be kssued lominated identification cards by the barangay. The
barangay shall paint o body number on the pedicabs and
pushcarts as well as the name of the junkshop that operaies it, and
the barangay where it is registered. Freelance pushcart boys shall
also be registered with the barangay before they are gllowed to
operate. The CENRO shall devise a color coding system for the
pedicabs and pushcarts mentioned above for easier identification

4.12. Junkshops shall only be dllowed to operate between
&:00 am to 6:00 pm everyday including weekends and holidays.

4.13. Junkshops withou a septic tank or waste water
rreatment system shall not be allowed to operate.

4,14, Junkshop operators are required to maintain a record
of the type and volume of incoming and outgoing recyclabie
materials to be made available anytime for inspection by the
CENRO or by any other duly authorized employee of the City of
Bacoor.

4.15. Beginning on 31 December 2015, all junkshops covered
by this Ordinance shall only be allowed to operate within the
Centralized Ecological Zone (CEZ) to be loocted within Greenvalley
Subdivision, Barangay San Micolas, Bacoor City, Cavite the exact
location of which shall be identified with particularity in the
Implementing Rules and Guidelines of this Ordinance.

Seclion 5. Prohibited Acts and Penalties. -- The commission
of the following prohibited acts shall result in the imposition of the
following penalties:

Section 7. Repealing Clause, - All Crdinances, resolufions,
Circulars, Memorandums or Rules and regulations inconsistent with
the provision of this Code are hereby repedled aond modified
accordingly.
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Section 8. Implementing Rules. — The City Mayor s hereby
empowered 1o direct the formulation of the implementing rules and
guidelines of this Ordinance. Provided that the said rules and
guidelines should not be contrary to the provisions herecof.

Section 9. Effectivity Clause. - This Ordinance shall take effect
immediately upon its posting in at least three (3] conspicuous
places within the City of Bacoor.
