AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE DEVELOPMENT,
PROMOTION, AND FREE DISTRIBUTION OF A
SMARTPHONE APPLICATION IN SUPPORT OF THE
DISASTER RISK REDUCTION AND MANAGEMENT
PROGRAM OF THE CITY OF BACOOR TO BE KNOWN AS
"BACOOR EMERGENCY 1111" AND PROVIDING
PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS HEREOF.

WHEREAS, one of the goals of Republic Act No. 10121
(the “Disaster Risk Reduchion Management Act”) i to
“recognize and sirengthen the capaocities of LGUs and
communilies in mitigating and preparing for. responding
to, and recovering from the impact of disasters”,

WHEREAS, the internet hove revolutionized disasier risk
reduction management practices all over the word due
to the enhanced obility of local govermments to react to
natural and man-made calamities with the use of modem
technology.

WHEREAS, most Bocoorefios own smartphones that has
the capability of operaling software applications thot
would give seamless conneclivity belween the city
government and its constituents especially during times of
calamity or personal emergencies.

WHEREAS, ufilzing the obove-mentioned technology
would enable the city government to rapidly assist any
person in need of emergency assistance within the City of
Bacoor.

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Sangguniang
Fanlungsod of the Cily of Bacoor THAT:

Seclon 1. ShortTile. This Ordinance shall also be
known and refered 1o as the "Bacoor Emergency 1111
Ordinance”.

secion 2. City Government Policies. |t shall be the
policy of the City of Bacoor to sirengthen and mifigate its
capacilies to respond fo colamilies ond come fo the
immediate assistance of people in need. It shall also be
the policy of the City of Bacoor o educate the public on
how fo responsibly react during fimes of emergency and
to come 1o the aid of others during times of need.

Section3. Development, Promotion, and Distribulion
of a Free Smartphone Application to be known as “Bacoor
Emergency 1111" or “BE 1111". The developmenl,
promaotion, and distribution of a free smariphone
application fo be known as Bacoor Emergency 1111 or BE
1111 is hereby outhonzed.

Sectiond4. Features of BE 1111, The smartphone
applicafion o be known as BE 1111 shall be distributed to
the public ond shall be updated free of charge. It shall
enable the public fo see and undeniand the various
disaster risk reducfion managemeni programs of the city
government. It shall also enable the public to interact with
the city government through SMS messoges with regord
the latter's emergency response protocols. The application
shall cko enable the city government and various
emergency response agencies such as the Philippine
Mational Police. the Bureau of Fire Profechion, and the
Philippine Red Cross fo immediately come to the
assistance of subscribers who will use if.

Seclion 5. The BE 1111 System. The BE 1111 System is
the comprehensive protecol that will be developed by the
city government in support of the BE 1111 application. The
System will enable emergency response units to pinpoint
the location of subscribers or the location of emergencies,
amve there on time, confirm the identity and location of
subscribers reporting the emergency, determine the
nature of the emergency and the types of equipment and
response needed to oaddress il, send public emergency
warmings to ol subscribers simullanecusly, rapidly
coordinale the movement of diverse emergency response
units, educale the public on the disaster risk reducton
management programs of the city government, and
awaken the civic spirt of the public through the fimely and
accurate reporting of all types of emergencies to the
proper authorities,

Seclion 4. Penalfies. Persons who shall deliberately use
the BE 1111 opplication or the BE 1111 System in reporting
false emergencies or in any manner that hampers the ability
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of the city government to respond lo actual emergencies
shall be meled with the following penalties:

First Offense Fine of P1,500.00 plus 24 hours
of volunteer work with the
varous emergency response
unifs of the cily govemnment
under the supervision of the
Bacoor Disasler Risk Reduction
Management Office

yacond Offense Fina of P2.500.00 plus forty-
eight (48) hours of volunteer
work with the Vanous
emergency response unils of
the city government under the
supervision of the Bacoor
Discster Risk Reduction
Managemen! Office

Third Offense Fine of P5.000.00. cancellation
of subscripfion to the BE 1111
application and to the BE 1111
System, and imprisonment for
ten [10) days or the rendition
of 100 hours of volunteer work
with the varous emergency
response units of the city

government under the
supervision of the Bacoor
Disaster Risk Reduction

Management Cffice or all of
the above depending on the
determination of the court.

Provided thal a 0% discount shall be given in faver of the
offender if he/she voluntardly pays the fine mentioned above
prior to the filing of the appropriate complaint against him by
the City Legal Office in the proper court of law. Provided
further tha! in cose the offender is a minor, the above-
mentioned fine shall be paid by the offender’s parents or
aguardians. Provided moreover that the subscription of any
person who accidenlally sends wrong emergency requesis on
twio (2] sepaorate occasions shall result in the immediate
suspension of the said subscription to the BE 1111 application
for thirty (30) days. The said subscription shall be automatically
reinsiated atler o text message is sent to the subscriber about
the possible harm his carelessnass may cause others, Provided
lastly, thal the subscription of third time offenders that have
been suspended may only be reinslated after the penalty
imposed against him have been completely served,
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Seclion7. Date of Effectivity. This Ordinance shall

take effect immediately offer it has been publshed ot

least once in a newspaper of general circulation and aller

the Sangguniang Panlalawigan of the Province of Cavite
has approved it.

Section 8. Automatfic Review. The  Sangguniang
Panlungsod shall aulomalically review this Ordinance
once every three (3] years after its approval or whenever
the need for such review arses,

Section 9. Repeal Clause. All ordinances,
rasolutions, or execufive orders in conflict with the
provisions of this Ordinaonce are hereby repealed of
modified accordingly.

Section 10. Separability Clouse. Any provision
of this Ordinance nuliified by any court of kaw shall not
affect the validity of the remaining provisions hereof not
alfecied by the said judicial declaration.
