Section4. Scope/Coverage. This Ordinance cover all the
departments, units, and offices under the Office of the City Mayor, the
Office of the Vice Mayor, the Sangguniang Panlungsod. and all the
barangays of the City of Bacoor, Cavite together with all the officials
and personnel assigned/appointed o the above-mentioned local
government offices.

Section §. Definition of Terms. As used in this Ordinance,
the icliowing terms shall mean:

51 Amend - to modify or alter an enacted law, ordinance,
or issuance.

5.2  Business-related Transactions -a set of regulatory
requirements thal a business entity must comply with to
engage, operate or continue to operale a business, such as but
not limited to, collection or preparation of a number of
documents, submission to national and local government
authorities, approval of application submitted, and receipt of a
formal certificate or cerificates, permits, licenses which include
pnmary and secondary, clearances and such similar
authorization or documents which confer eligibility to operate,
continue to operate, or o cease operation as a legilimate
business (Source: R.A. 11032 or the Ease of Doing Business
and Efficient Delivery of Government Services Act of 2018 and
s implementing Rules and Regulations).

5.3. Circulars - issuances prescribing policies, rules and
requlations, and procedures promulgaled pursuant to law,
apphcable to individuals and organizations outside the
Government and designed to supplement provisions of the law
or to provide means for camying them out, inciuding information
relating thereto.

54. Consolidate - to integrate multiple similar laws or
issuances into one legal document.

§5. |Implementing Rules and Regulations - set of
guidelines formulated by the department or unit under the Office
of the City Mayor tasked by a particular ordinance or issuance
to implement a law or ordinance.

5.11. Regulations - legal instruments that give effect to a
government policy intervention and includes licensing, imposing
information obligation, compilance to standards or payment of
any form fee, levy, charge or any other statutory and regulatory
requirements necessary to carry out an activity.

§.12. Regulatory Reform - (a) refers to changes that improve
regutatory gquality that will enhance the performance, cost-
effectiveness, or legal qualty of regulations and related
government formalities; (b) may also mean revision of a single
regulation, the scrapping and rebuilding of an entire regulatory
regime and its institutions, or improvement of process for making
regulations and managing reform; and (c) is to evaluate past and
current iaws, local ordinances and issuances and subsequently
taking the necessary policy option for each.

5.13. Reform - to change something into an improved form or
condition.

5.14. Repeal - to revoke laws, local ordinances, or issuances.

5.15. Resolution - an expression of the sentiments;
declaration of will; opinion on position being rendered by the
members of a defiberaiive body on ceriain issues and mafiers of
public interests and having no permanent value but only
temporary in character.

5.16. Retain - to keep laws, local ordinances, and issuances
which are still effective in its current form.

Review/assess prioritized ordinances, issuances,
and resolutions, if it is redundant, outdated, or unnecessary using
the Four-way Test as provided in Annex “1" of this Ordinance.

f) Accomplish the Regulatory Reform Technical
FHepor (RRTH];

g.) Create a Monitoring and Evaluation System,

h.) Create and/or update the database systems and
the website. The website shall include, all local ordinances,
issuances and resolution with their coresponding amendments,
the most current and updated Citizen's Charter with all services
offered classified as Simple, Complex, and Highly Technical. It
should be business - friendly and accessible.

i) Establish regulatory management procedures
and methodologies in the modification, adopfion, impiemeniation,
and evaluation of existing local ordinances, issuances, and
resolutions of LGU;

J) Conduct studiesireviews in the promotion of
efficient government services and ease of doing business;

k) Conduct quarterly meeting and as need arises

with proper documentation;
1) Ensure regular and timely submission to DILG
and ARTA;

m.) Create its own internal rules of procedure; and

n.) Investigate all complaints against any member of
the RRT-Bacoor, any barangay official, or any employee of the
city govermnment who wviolates this Ordinance or who refuse fo
comply with the directives of the RRT-Bacoor.

Section8. Filing of Regulations. The RRT-Bacoor
Secretariat shall fumish a copy of approved local ordinances,
issuances, and resolutions to the University of the Philippines (UP)
Office of the National Administrative Register (OMAR), pursuant to
Administrative Code of 1987.

Section 9. Administrative Penalties. The following
penaities shall be imposed, after an investigation conducted by the
RRET-Bacoor, against any member of the RRT-Bacoor, any barangay
official, or any employee of the cty government who violates this
Ordinance or who refuse to comply with the lawful directives of the
RRT-Bacoor:

First Offense: Suspension without pay for five (5)
calendar days

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Second Offense: Suspension without pay for fifteen (15)

Third Offense: Suspension without pay for thirty (30)
calendar days

These administrative penaities shall not include any penalty that
may be imposed against the offender for viclating Republic Act No.
11032 and other pertinent laws.

Section 10. Separability. The validity of this Ordinance shall
not be affected in case one of its provisions is declared void by a court
of law.

Section 11. Repeal. All  ordinances, resolutions, and
issuances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby
repealed,

Section 12, Effectivity. This ordinance shall take effect
immediateiy after it has bean published at east once in a newspaper of
general circulation in the City of Bacoor, Cavite. and after its has been
posted in three (3) conspicuous places within the City of Bacoor, Cavite.
