AN ORDINANCE LIMITING THE VOLUME OF
PETROLEUM PRODUCTS THAT CAN BE BOUGHT BY
ANY INDIVIDUAL FROM ANY GASOLINE STATION IN
THE CITY OF BACOOR, CAVITE DURING THE
EXISTENCE OF A PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY AND
PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS HEREOF.

WHEREAS, in an effort fo prevent the spread of the 2019
coronavirus (COVID 19) in the country, President Rodrigo Duterie
declared the existence of a state of public health emergency in
the Philippines and placed Luzon under an enhanced community
quarantine.

WHEREAS, Section 14 of Republic Act No, 7140 gave local
government units the power to enact measures infended to
promote the general welfare and maintain public order and
safety,

WHEREAS, the primary goal of the national govemment in
its implementation of the enhanced community quarantine is to
compel people to stay at home so that COVID 19 shall no longer
spread. One of the ways to prevent the spread of the said
disease is by limiting the ability of private individuals to travel.

WHEREAS, jhe movement of persons with privately owned
molor vehicles has been resticted by vilue of the afore-
menfioned policies.

WHEREAS, recogniming the vital role thal the city
government plays in promoling the afore-mentioned policies and
in an effort o promote public health and safety, the city
government deems it necessary to lemporarily imit the amount
of petroleum products [gasoline and diesel) that individuals can
buy every week in any gascline station in the City of Bacoor.

Ambulances and fire frucks owned by the privale sector as well
as motor vehicles used for the distibution or delivery of food and
other basic necessities, or in the delivery of raw materials needed
for the production of goods are ako exempted from the
DISTRICT Il coverage of this ordinance.
