AN ORDINANCE DEFINING THE RESPONSIBILinES OF THE 
PRIVATE HOSPITALS LOCATED IN THE CITY OF BACOOR IN THE 
BACOOR CITY COVID-19 VACCINAnON PROGRAM.

WHEREAS, the Notional Acfion Plan Against COVID-19 
{NAP) os o notional strategic plan for COVID-19 pandemic 
response. is based on the principle that it shall be notional­
government-enabled, local govemment unit {LGU)- led and 
people-centered; 

WHEREAS, the country's notional strategic plan 
contains phases o f interventions and responses starting from 
the prevention ond containment of the COVID-19 disease. 
mitiga tion o f the socioeconomic impact of the pandemic 
ond the continued management of the health risk while 
gradually tronsilioning to full socioeconomic recovery. and 
the procurement and deployment of vaccines; 

WHEREAS, the COVID-19 Vaccine Cluster was f()(l'l')ed 
under the Notional Task Force {NTF) Against COVID-19 to oct 
as the notional coordinating body that shall facili ta te the 
purchase. negotiation. production ond distribution of 
vaccines ogoinst COVID-19; 

WHEREAS, the Notional Deployment and Vaccination 
Pion for COVID-19, developed under the leadership of 
President Rodrigo Roo Duterte. with the participation ond 
guidance of various government agencies. provides 
guidelines on the implementation of the deployment and 
vaccination program; 

WHEREAS. said p ion incites a whole-of-society 
approach where all members of society-govemment, 
private sector and other organizations- shall be engaged in 
the process to ensure on effectively coO<dinoted and 
successful implementation of the program; 

WHEREAS. the City of BocOO<. through its COVID-19 .. 
Tosl< FO<ce headed by Mayor Loni Mercado-Revilla has 
been implementing o series of interventions in rela tion to 
the current health crisis. in line with the directives of the 
notional government;

WHEREAS, the said Task Force is in the Pi(>CE;s! 

developing o vaccination pion tor the City ot Bocoor, 
consistent with Memorandum No. 2021-007 issued by the 
Deportment of Interior ond Local Government (DILG) which 
instructed oil LGUs to, among others. develop o vaccination 
pion ond initiate. generate ond consolidate mostertists of (I 1 
oil public ond private health facilities in their locality, {21 
eligible population tor mostertisling ond vaccination ond !3) 
vaccinators ond vaccine administration sites; 

WHEREAS, in line with the whole-of-society approach 
enshrined in the National Deployment ond Vocciontion Pion 
for CVODI-19 ond in recognition of the importance of the 
partnership between the local government ond the tocot 
health sector in carrying out o successful vaccination 
program, the Bocoor COVID-19 Task Force hos laid out o 
number of roles ond responsibilities of private health 
institutions ond hospitals located in the City in said program; 

NOW, THEREFORE, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Songguniong Ponlungsod of Bocoor, 
Covite, in regular session assembled upon motion of 
Councilor Aide Joselito F. Poguloyon that: 

Section 1. Shoff Tftte. This Ordinance shall be known 
os the "Private Hospitals' Roles and Responsibilities In the 
8acoor COVID· 19 Vaccination Program". 

SecHon 2. Definition of Terms. For the purpose of this 
Ordinance: 

Private Hospital - means on institution. not funded or 
owned by the government, used or intended to be used for 
the reception. lodging, treatment and care of persons who 
require medical treatment or suffer from any disease. illness 
or injury, 

Section 3. Consistent with the principle of o whole­
society approach. private hospitals shall hove the following 
roles ond responsibili~es in the Bocoor City COVID-19 
Vaccination Program:

b. Provide the Bocoor COVI0-19 Task Force with 
ot least one ) I) vaccina tion team composed of 
the following:

Two (2) Health Professionals. 
preferably physicians. nurses or 
midwives. who shall be responsible 
for the screening and assessment of 
the vaccines;

One (I) nurse or midwife who shall 
be responsible for the 
administration of the vaccines to 
vaccinees: 

Two (2) staff who shall be 
responsible for documentation and 
recording.

d . Form on Emergency Operations Center (EOC) 
or COVID-19 Vaccination Committee to 
develop on implementation plan or microplon 
using the Notional Deployment and 
Vaccination Plan (NDVP) as reference and 
ensure seamless execution of the plan 
porticulo~y on:

Section 4 . Seporoblflly. If ony section or provision of 
this Ordinance is held unconstitufionol or invalid. the ather 
secfions or provisions hereof not affected thereby remain 
valid and enforceable. 

Section 5. Effectivity. This ordinance shall toke 
e ffect ten (1 0) days !tom the dote a copy hereof is posted in 
o bullefin board at the entrance of the City Hall of 8ocoor 
and in at least two (2) conspicuous ploces in the City of 
8ocoor notloter than five (5) days after opprovol thereof. A 
copy of this Ordinance sholl olso be published once in o 
new.opoper of general circulotion in the Province of Covite. 

Section 6. Dissemination. The Songguniong 
Panlungsod Secretariat is he<eby directed to fumish. the 
eacoor City Health OffiCe. the Office of the City Mayor. the 
University of the Philippine~rOffice of the No~ono1 
Administrative Register (UP-ONAR) and all government 
agencies and offices concerned with copies of this 
ordinance.
