ENHANCING THE REGULATION OF THE SALE OF MEAT IN THE
CITY OF BACOOR.

WHEREAS, Section 15 of Arlicle Il under the
Declaration of Principles of the 1947 Philippine Constitution
states that "The State shall protect and promote the right to
health of the people and instil health consciocusness
among them,"

WHEREAS, Section 10 of Republic Act No 9296
otherwise known as 'An Act Strengthening the Meat
Inspection System in the Country, Ordaining for the Purpose
a Meat Inspection Code of the Philippines and for Other
Purposes provides that the Local Government Units
pursuant to the provisions of RA 7610 otherwise known as
the Local Government Code and Executive Order No. 137,
shall regulate the construction, management and
operation of slaughterhouses, meat inspection, meat
transport and post abattoir control, monitor and evaluate
and collect fees and charges in accordance with the
national policies, procedures, guidelines, rules and
regulations, and quality and safety standards as
promulgated by the Secretary of Agriculture;

WHEREAS, Section 11 of Republic Act No. 9296 further
provides that the Local Government Units shall have full
and complete authority over the activities mentioned in
the immediately preceding section as the authority to
evaluate and implement duly prescribed national meat
standards within their respective territorial jurisdiction;
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WHEREAS, Section 458 (a) (3) (vii), and [5) (iii) and (iv)
of the Local Government Code of 1991 provides that the
Sangguniang Panlungsod shall enact ordinances that shall
regulate the sale of meat, fish, vegetabiles, fruits, fresh dairy
products and other foodstuffs for human consumption,
establish or regulate the construction and operation of
public markets, slaughterhouses or animal corrals, or grant
franchise to any person to establish and operate the same
as may be adllowed by existing laws and to levy, assess,
collect taxes, fees, and charges as may be necessary for
these purposes;

WHEREAS, RA 7394, otherwise known as the
Consumer Act of the Philippines, provides that the
Department of Agriculture shall inspect and analyze
consumer products related to agriculiure to determine
conformity to establish quality and safety standards;

WHEREAS, the National Meat Inspection Service
(NMIS) of the Department of Agriculture, created under
Presidential Decree No. 7 and Lefter of Instruction No. 16 is
responsible for the promulgating specific policies and
livestock products through various stages of the marketing
and proper preservation and inspection of such products;

WHEREAS, there is a need to harmonize these
purposes to that of the City of Bacoor's mandate under the
various provisions of the Local Government Code of 1991
and the Consumer Act of the Philippines, and including the
role of the National Meat Inspection Service (NMIS) in the
establishment, operation, and the regulation of
slaughterhouses, livestock and meat inspection and
imposition and collection of fees and other charges
rendered thereon;

WHEREAS, there is a need to protect the livestock
and poultry industry against the ravages of communicable
diseases in order to accelerate its growth and
development;

WHEREAS, livestock and pouliry diseases like Foot
and Mouth Disease (FMD), African Swine Fever (ASF), Avian
Influenza (Al), among others, are highly contagious
diseases that have affected the Philippine livestock and
poultry industry in the past which resulted in significant
economic losses to farmers and have posed a threat to
public health;

WHEREAS, the Bacoor City Government is cognizant

of the fact that joint efforts of national and local
government agencies and offices are necessary to
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effectively control, prevent, and eradicate these
communicable diseases in the City:

WHEREAS, Section 17 (a) (4) (ix) of RA 7160, otherwise
known as the Local Government Code of 1991, states that;

(a) Local Government Unifs shall endeavor fo
be self-reliant and shall continue exercising
the powers and discharging the duties and
functions currently vested upon them. They
shall also discharge the functions and
responsibilities as are necessary, appropriate
or incidental to efficient and effective
provision of the basic services and facilities
enumerated therein;

(b) Such basic services and facilities include
but not limited to:

(4) For a City
(ix) Public Markets, slaughterhouses and
other city enterprises:

WHEREAS, Section 489 (b)(2), (b)(3)(i). (b){3)(iii), and
(b)(3)(v) of the same code provides that there shall be a
local Veterinarian in every city who shall advice to the City
mayor cn all matters pertaining to the slaughter of animals
for human consumption and regulate slaughterhouses,
regulate and inspect poultry, milk and dairy products for
public consumptions, and take the necessary measures to
eradicate, prevent, or cure all forms of animal diseases;

WHEREAS, in 2013, the Sangguniang Panlungsod
passed City Resolution No. 2013-057, otherwise known as
The Slaughterhouse and Meat Trading Regulation Code of
Bacoor. However, the objectives of this measure has not
materialized and the goal of control, prevention and
eradication of communicable diseases remains
unchecked;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the

Sangguniang Panlungsod, in session duly assembled that:

Section 1. DECLARATION OF POLICY. It is hereby the
policy of the city government of Bacoor:

a) to promulgate specific policies and procedures
governing the flow of food animals, meat and meat
products in the City of Bacoor through the various stages
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of marketing and the proper preservation and inspection
of such products;

b) to ensure food security and provide safety and
quality standards in the City of Bacoor for consumer
products related to agriculture to assure the protection of
the public against unreasonable risks of injury and hazards
to health;

c) to support the development of the livestock and
poultry industry in the City of Bacoor and promote animal
health by preventing the entry of disease — carmying
animals, and surveillance of zoonotic and reportable
diseases in meat establishments; and

d) to strengthen existing local rules and regulations
governing the establishment of a slaughterhouse and
meat trading to make them comprehensive, clear and
transparent and ensure the safety and quality of imported
meat and meat products through Iinspection and
documentation.

Section 2. DEFINITION OF TERMS. The following terms,
words and phrases shall be construed to mean as follows:

(1) Abattoir or slaughterhouse - premises that are
approved and registered by the City Government of
Bacoor in which food animals are slaughtered and
dressed for human consumption;

(2] African Swine Fever (ASF) - a highly contagious
and usually fatal viral disease of swine that is
characterized by high fever, lesions, leukopenia
(abnormally low count of white blood cells),
elevated pulse and respiration rate, and death
within four to seven days after the onset of fever

(3) Ante-Mortem - refers to the process of inspecting
animal before it is slaughtered;

(4) Avian Influenza - also known as bird flu, refers to
the disease caused by infection with avian (bird)
influenza (flu) Type A viruses. These viruses naturally
spread among wild aguatic birds worldwide and
can infect domestic poultry and other bird and
animal species.

(5) Brand - any mark or stamp approved by the city
government or by the NMIS and including any tag or
label such mark or stamp affixed on any meat or
meat product;
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(6) By-Products - refers to hides, horns, skins, bones,
hooves and other parts of product of pig, cattle,
carabao, goat, sheep, and other cloven-footed
animals that are unsuitable for human consumption;

(7) Carcass - the body of any slaughtered animal
after bleeding and dressing;

(8) Cleaning - the removal of all unsanitary or
objectionable matter from a carcass;

(?) Condemnation - means the examination and
judgment of meat or meat products according to
approved protocols by the controlling authorities as
being unsafe or unsuitable for human consumption
and requiring appropriate proper disposal;

(10) Confiscation - taking into custody of livestock
carcasses, edible or inedible parts from said
carcasses or meat products by controlling authorities
for its proper disposal for having been the subject
violation of the rules and regulations:

(11) Contamination - the direct or indirect
transmission of objectionable, unhealthy, or unsafe
matters to any meat or meat product;

(12) Controlling Authority - the official authority
charged by the government with the control of
meat inspection.

(13) Deputization - the authority of the NMIS to allow
inspectors and meat control officers employed by
the local government units to perform the duties of
an inspector or meat control officer of the NMIS;

(14) Deputized Meat Confrol Officer - any
veterinarian duly appointed and designated by the
City Govemment of Bacoor in the Central
Slaughterhouse to perform the duties of a regular
Meat Control Officer, properly trained by the NMIS in
meat inspection work;

(15) Deputized Meat Inspector - an employee duly
appointed and designated by the City Government
of Bacoor in the Central Slaughterhouse to perform
the duties of a regular Meat Control Inspector,
properly frained by the NMIS in meat inspection
work;
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(16) Disease or Defect - a pathological change or
other abnormality found on any part of an animal to
be slaughtered or that has already been
slaughtered;

(17) Disease-Controlled Area - refers to an area
where there has been no Disease outbreak for the
past six (6) months and where vaccination may be
continuing or has ceased;

(18) Disease-Free Area - refer to an area where there
has been no disease outbreak for the past six (6)
months and where vaccination has been done for
the last twelve (12) months;

(19) Disease-suscepfible Animals - livestock and
poultry products receptive to disease and outbreaks
like FMD, ASF and Al, including but not limited to
cattle, goats, sheep, pigs, and chicken;

(20) Disease Outbreak - refers to one or more
reported clinical cases of infection of diseases
among animals that occurred in a specific date and
location (backyard or commercial farm,
slaughterhouse or auction market). Disease cases
that were detected within two (2) weeks after the
initial case are also considered part of the same
reported outbreak;

(21) Disinfection - the application of hygienically
satisfactory chemicals or physical agents and
processes fo clean surfaces with the intention to
eliminate microorganisms;

(22) Downer - crippled or weakened animal unable
to stand or showing abnormal locomotion that shall
be considered as a "suspect animal”;

(23) Double-Dead Meat - refers to carcasses, or parts
thereof, of food animals or poultry that are already
dead prior to slaughter but were still slaughtered and
offered for sale to innocent consumers;

(24) Dressed or Dressing - shall mean any of the
following:

In relation to slaughtered animals except for
pigs, sheep and lambs, goats, kids: refers to
the removal of head, hide or skin, viscera
(including or not including kidneys), genital
organs, urinary bladder and feet up to the
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carpal and tarsal joints and udders of
lactating animals, animals that have calved or
in advanced pregnancy;

In relation to slaughtered pigs: refers fo the
removal of hair and bristles or skin, claws,
eyelids, viscera (including or not including
kidneys) genital organs, urinary bladder,
udders in the case of lactating animals,
animals that have furowed or are in
advanced pregnancy, and the external
acoustic duct unless in respect of that part
where an dalternative effective form of
cleaning is carried out;

In relation to sheep and lambs, goats and kids:
refers to the removal of the head, (except in
the case of young lambs and young kids), the
pelt or skin viscera (including or not including
kidneys), genital organs, urinary bladder and
feet up to the carpal and tarsal joints, and
udders of lactating animals, animals that have
lambed or are in advanced pregnancy, and

In relation to cattle, pigs and solipeds: all of the
above including where necessary the splitting
of carcass lengthwise on the medial line.

(25) Emergency Slaughter - slaughter of an animal
that suffered a life-threatening injury in an accident;

(26) Fit for Human Consumption - meat that has
passed and appropriately branded by an inspector
as safe and wholesome and in which no changes
due to disease, decomposition or contamination
have subsequently been found,

(27) Fresh Meat - meat that has not yet been treated
in any way other than by modified atmosphere
packaging or vacuum packaging to ensure its
preservation except that if it has been subjected
only refrigeration, it continues fo be considered as
fresh;

(28) Food Animal - all domestic animals slaughtered
for human consumption such as but not limited to
cattle, carabaos, buffaloes, horses, sheep, goats,
hogs, deer, rabbits, ostrich and pouliry;

(29) Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD) - refers to the
highly infectious viral disease caused by Picormavirus

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that primarily affects pigs, cattle. carabao, sheep,
goats and other cloven-footed animals, the
symptoms of which include, among others,
appearance of vesicles and blisters, lameness due
to vesicles affecting the hooves, loss of appetite due
to blisters or vesicles in tongue, mouth and snout;

(30) Fully Processed Meat Products - refer to meat
products which have been: subjected to such
treatment that will ensure the destruction of the FMD
Virus according to the following procedures and that
necessary precautions were taken after processing
to avoid contact of the meat with and potential
source of FMD Virus;

a. Canning - refers o a process which involves
heating the meat placed in a hermetically
sealed container to an internal core
temperature of at least seventy degrees
Celsius (70°C) for a minimum of thirty (30)
minutes;

b. Thorough Cooking - refers to a process
which involves heating deboned and
defatted meat to an internal temperature of
at least seventy degrees Celsius (70°C) for a
minimum of thirty (30) minutes;

c. Drying after Salting - refers to the process
which involves thorough soaking of deboned
meat-when rigor mortis in complete in brine or
table salt (NaCl) solution at a ratio of 2.25 parts
brine to one part meat, and then drying the
salted meat at ambient temperature.

(31) Hot Meat - meat from food animal and poultry
illegally slaughtered or not slaughtered in the Central
Slaughterhouse and sold to the public;

(32) Ilegal/Unauthorized Shipment - refers to mode
of transporting anima, meat, meat product
prohibited under this Ordinance and those not
covered by any written authority or permit from the
appropriate government agencies which includes
but are not limited to the Bureau of Animal Industry
(BA), National Meat Inspection (NMIS) Office of the
City Agriculturist, Veterinary Quarantine Services
(VQS), etc;

(33) Inspecfed and Condemned - a condition
wherein the carcasses so marked have been
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inspected and found to be unsafe, unwholesome
and unfit for human consumption;

(34) Inspected and Passed - a condition wherein the
carcasses or parts of carcasses so marked have
been inspected and found to be safe, wholesome
and fit for human consumption;

(35) Inspection - an act by a deputized inspector to
ensure compliance with rules and regulations
including but not limited to humane handling of
slaughter animals, ante and post mortem inspection,
quality assurance program, hygiene and. sanitation
program, good manufacturing program, sanitation
standard operating procedures, hazard analysis
critical point program on any meat and meat
product, meat establishment facilities, transport
vehicles and conveyance;

(36) Inspector - a professionally qualified and
properly trained officer, duly appointed by the NMIS
or the local government unit for meat inspection and
control of hygiene under the supervision of a
veterinary inspector;

(37) Livestock Trader - one engaged in the business
of buying and selling livestock;

(38) Meat - refers to the fresh, chilled or frozen edible
carcass including excrement derived from food
animals;

(39) Meat Broker - any person, firm or corporation
engaged in the business of buying or selling
carcasses meat or meat food products of food
animals on commission, or otherwise negotiating
purchases or sales of such articles other than for its
own account or as an employee of another person,
firm or corporation;

(40] Meat establishment - premises such as
slaughterhouse, poultry dressing plant, meat
processing plant, cold storage, warehouse and
other meat outlets that is approved and registered
by the NMIS in which food animals or meat products
are slaughtered, prepared, processed, handled,
packed or stored;

(41) Meat Inspection System - a system to ensure the
safety and quality of meat and meat products for
human food including but not limited to humane

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(44) NMIS - The National Meat Inspection Service;

(45) Offal - the byproducts, organs, glands or tissues
other than meat of a food animal Such offal, in
relation to slaughtered animals, may or may not
edible.

(46) Official Cerificate - The Meat Inspection
Certificate prescribed under this Ordinance to be
issued by an inspector or other person performing
official functions under this Ordinance;

(47) Official Device - any device prescribed under
this Ordinance for use in applying any official mark;

(48) Passed for rendering - refers to the condemned
carcasses or parts of carcasses that may or may not
be edible.

(49) Passed for sterilization - that the carcasses or
parts of carcasses so marked have been inspected
and passed for food subject to the condition that it
must be steriized by steaming in an appropriate
apparatus or by boiling in an open kettle as called
for in those regulations.

(50) Post Abattoir Handling - refers to the handling of
meat, as it is prepared and leaves the abattoir to the
meat markets, processing plants, cold storage, etc.

(51) Post-mortem - refers to all process after the
slaughter of a food animal;

(52) Potable Water - water that is pure and
wholesome at the point of usage in compliance with
World Health Organization (WHO) requirements as
provided under the International Standards for
Drinking Water.

(53) Prepared - meat or meat products that is
slaughtered, canned, salted, rendered, de-boned,
cut up or otherwise manufactured or involving any
similar or analogous processes;

(54) Processed - include all methods of manufacture
and preservation but does not include
prepackaged fresh, chilled or frozen meat;

(55) Pouliry Processing Plants - privately owned and
operated establishments dedicated to the slaughter

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and/or dressing of pouliry for commercial
consumption;

(56) Residue - any foreign substance including
metabolites. - therapeutic or prophylactic agents
which are objectionable or hazardous to human
health remaining in the meat or meat products as a
result of treatment or accidental exposure;

(57) Safe and Wholesome - refers to meat and meat
products that has been classified as fit for human
consumption because it (a) will not cduse food
borne infection or intoxication when properly
handled and prepared with respect to the intended
use, (b) does not contain residue in excess of set
limits, (c) is free of obvious contamination, (d) is free
of defects that are generally recognized as
objectionable to consumers, (e) has been produced
under adequate hygiene control, and (f) has not
been treated with illegal substances as specified in
all pertinent laws and government regulations;

(58) Semi Processed Meat Products - refer to those
that have not been subjected

to any of the three (3) treatments enumerated
above:

(59) Slaughter - the killing of food animals in relation
to meat inspection;

(60) Slaughter Animal - any animal brought into an
abattoir for slaughter;

(61) Suspect Animal - an animal suspected of being
affected with a disease or condition which may
require its condemnation, in whole or in part, when
slaughtered and is subject to further examination to
determine its disposal;

(62) Transportation - refers to the act of moving
slaughter animals, animal meat, or various meat
products within the city, or from any place outside of
the city going inside the city;

(63) Veterinary Inspector or Meat Conirol Officer - an
inspector who is professionally qualified as a
veterinarian duly appointed by the NMIS or the city
government responsible for the supervision and
control of meat hygiene including meat inspection.

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Section 3. OBJECTIVE. The objective of this
Ordinance is to (a) create a central slaughterhouse in the
City of Bacoor where all meats being sold within the City
are slaughtered; (b) regulate the sale of Meat, to prevent
the entry of adulterated and unsafe meat for human
consumption; and (c) eradicate, prevent, and control the
spread of livestock and poultry diseases not only in the
City of Bacoor but in nearby cities/ municipalities as well.

l. Establishment and Operation of the Bacoor
Cenfral Slaughterhouse

Section 4. ESTABLISHMENT OF THE BACOOR CITY
CENTRAL SLAUGHTERHOUSE. An abattoir established by the
City Government to be known as the "Bacoor City
Slaughterhouse” (may also be referred to hereafter as "the
facility”), is hereby created. The Bacoor City
Slaughterhouse shall be operated by a third-party private
entity, and all personnel assigned thereto, shall be under
the direct control and supervision of the said entity.
Provided, that the Meat Inspectors, Veterinarians, Farm
Inspection personnel shall be from the City Government or
the NMIS. Provided further, that the agreement between
the City Government and the third-party private entity shall
underge the required public-private partnership
procedure under the pertinent laws, rules and regulations
pertinent thereto.

Section 5. PERSONNEL IN THE BACOOR CITY CENTRAL
SLAUGHTERHOQUSE. The Central Slaughterhouse shall be
composed of the following personnel and its duties as such:

A. Slaughterhouse Master. He/she shall perform the
following powers and functions:

1. Manage and supervise the Bacoor Central
Slaughterhouse;

2. Implement all laws, ordinances, and
government regulations relevant to the
operations of the Bacoor Central
Slaughterhouse;

3. Submit periodic reports to the City
Government regarding the operations of the
facility;

4. Provide technical assistance to the City
Government in the implementation of this
ordinance and in the possible revision of any

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existing ordinance, resolution, order, or
regulation related to: (a) the operation of
abattoirs, (b) the slaughtering of food animals,
(c) the preparation and transport of meat
products; and

5. Perform such other functions and duties as
may be mandated by law or ordinance.

B. Meat Inspector/s. There shall be at least two (2) Meat

Inspectors assigned to the Central Slaughterhouse.
Meat Inspectors shall come either from the NMIS or
the City Government, if from the City Government,
he/she must have undergone the training of NMIS.
He/she shall perform the following functions:

g Perform ante mortem and post-mortem

inspection of all slaughter animals in the
Central  Slaughterhcouse  including  all
carcasses, organs and other animal parts
within the facility or market operating within
the city with fairness, honesty, and integrity;

2. Inspect or verify various documents
related to the slaughter, preparation,
handling, sale, or transport of meat and other
meat products;

3. Enforce humane slaughtering
techniques or practices that have been duly
accepted or authorized by the NMIS and
other government agencies;

4, Ensure the production of clean meat
through the enforcement of approved rules
and regulations and proper meat handling
practices in the Central Slaughterhouse, meat
transports and meat markets within the city;

5. Require the maintenance of proper
hygiene practices by all persons within the
facility at all times by prohibiting any act
considered unhygienic and/or dangerous
such as not wearing the proper work attire,
reporting to work drunk or under the influence
of drugs, smoking cigarettes while within the
facility, and other similar or analogous
practices or habits:
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6. Supervise daily all pre-slaughter
operations, post slaughter cleaning, and the
disinfecting of the facility's premises,
equipment and animal effects;

7. Ensure the proper disposal of
condemned carcasses, organs and parts
pursuant to the procedures authorized by the
NMIS and other government agencies;

8. Accomplish properly all prescribed
reports and forms and submit them regularly to
the NMIS and to the City Government at the
end of each month;

9. Report immediately the presence of
any reportable animal diseases within the
facility and in any part of the city fo the
Executive Director of the NMIS copy furnished
the City Veterinarian and the Office of the City
Mayor;

10. Help in the animal quarantine work that
may be instituted by any government agency
concerned during the outbreak of reportable
animal and poultry diseases by regulating the
entrance and exit of live animals and
carcasses to and from the facility, and

1 Perform other duties and
responsibilities that may be assigned to
him/her by law, by ordinance, or by order of
the NMIS, the Slaughterhouse Master 1, or of
the City Government;

. Livestock Inspectors. There shall be at least two (2)

Livestock Inspectors employed by the Cenftral
Slaughterhouse. He/she and shall perform the
following functions:

1. Inspect all slaughter animals ante mortem
and determine if they are fit for slaughter or
human consumption;

2. Implement all laws, ordinances, rules, and
regulations relevant to the inspection,
slaughtering, quarantine, and disposal of
infected or contaminated animals, carcasses,
or meat products; and
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3. Perform other duties and responsibilities that
may be assigned to him/her by law, by
ordinance, or by order of the NMIS or of the
City Government.

D. Utility workers. There shall be at least two (2) Utility
workers employed by the Central Slaughterhouse.
He/she and shall perform the following functions:

1. Assist the Meat Inspector during the arrival
of animals intended for slaughter in the
facility's cormral holding pen particularly during
the ante mortem inspection;

2. Prepare dll the needed equipment for
slaughter such as but not limited to the
scalding vat, fuel source, light, water, and
other equipment needed for meat inspection;

3. Assist the Meat Dealer's Butcher, if any, in
the slaughter of animails following the required
slaughter procedures for large animals, hogs.
goat and related species;

4. Maintain and clean all of the facility's
equipment and premises before, during and
after its use by observing proper cleaning,
storage. and disinfection techniques;

5. Report for work during the schedule for the
slaughter of animails at the facility;

6. Attend and join frainings and seminars
related to innovations in the slaughtering
techniques and procedures; and

7. Perform other duties and responsibilities
assigned to him by the Meat Inspector, the
NMIS, or by any pertinent law or ordinance.

E. Security Guard. There shall be at least two (2)
Security Guards employed by the Central
Slaughterhouse. He/she and shall perform the
following functions:

1. Supervise the entry and departure of all
people, animals, equipment, meat, and meat
products from the facility;
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2. Record and list the entry and departure of
all people, animals, equipment, meat, and
meat products from the facility in a logbook to
be devoted for the said purpose;

3. Stay in the post assigned to him by the Meat
Inspector during his/her tour of duty and
enforce all the regulations and directives of
the Meat Inspector within the facility;

4, Exercise politeness and courtesy at all times
during the conduct of vehicle and people
inspection and in the performance of his other
duties;

4. Wear his/her prescribed uniform at all tfimes,
properly use and safeguard the firearms and
accessories assigned to him, and be an
effective agent and enforcer of the law within
the facility;

5. Collect all firearms at the entry-point of the
facility and prohibit any person entering the
premises from carrying firearms; and

6. Perform and exercise his other duties and
responsibilities as may be prescribed by law or
ordinance.

Section 6. BAN AGAINST UNAUTHORIZED SLAUGHTER
AND PREPARATION OF FOOD ANIMALS. All food animals

shall be slaughtered or prepared only in the Bacoor City
Slaughterhouse and meat establishment authorized to
operate as such pursuant to this Ordinance. No other
slaughterhouse shall operate within the City of Bacoor
except for the central slaughterhouse built by the City
Government of Bacoor. :

The livestock and poultry trader shall be required to
present to the Central Slaughterhouse or the
Slaughterhouse Master the food animals to be slaughtered
including the following documents.

(1)  Veterinary Health Certificate;

(2)  Shipping Permit

(3)  NMIS Certificate from the point of origin and all
its required attachments

The following schedule of accepting, slaughtering of
food animals and regular cleaning of the slaughterhouse
are as follows:
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1. Acceptance of Food Animals Twenty-four (24) Hours

2. Slaughtering of Food Animals 9:00 A.M. - 5:00 A.M. of the
following day

3. Cleaning and Disinfection 5.00 A.M. - 2:00 A.M.

The designated time of accepting food animals to
be slaughtered shall be sirictly followed and implemented.
Food animals to be slaughtered are required to rest inside
the comrral located within the premises of the
slaughterhouse for @ minimum period of six (é) hours.

Section 7. AUTHORIZED BUTCHER DRESSER AND
CUTTER. All butchers shall register with the Central
Slaughterhouse and thereafter, shall be issued an ID after
complying with all requirements set forth by the City Health
Office for health Certificate, Mayor's Office for work permit
and the NMIS before they can operate in the central
slaughterhouse. Only a duly authorized butcher, dresser, or
cutter shall be adllowed to slaughter food animails in the
Central Slaughterhouse, poultry procession plant, or meat
establishment. He/she and shall perform the following
functions:

1. Conduct the slaughter of food animals in the Central
Slaughterhouse;

2. Maintain a high standard or personal cleanliness and
hygiene while in the performance of his duties by
doing the following. among other, to wit: (a) wear
the proper attire while at the facility; (b) use clean
and unrusted eguipment while slaughtering a food
animal; and (c) refrain from doing any unsanitary or
unsafe act while slaughtering an animal such as
spitting, smoking cigarettes, drinking alcoholic
beverages, eating, and any similar or analogous act;
and

3. Perform the slaughter of food animals in strict
compliance with the pertinent rules and regulations
of the NMIS, the city government, and of other
government agencies.

Section 8. RESPONSIBILITIES OF MEAT DEALERS AND
VENDORS. - Meat dealer and vendors are responsible for
the safety and quality of the meat and meat products
which they trade, slaughter, prepare, cut, process, pre-
package, chill, transport, sell, or handle in any other way
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related to this guideline. They shall be held personally liable
for any injury suffered by any consumer as a result of their
violation of this Ordinance.

Meat dealers and vendors shall ensure that the meat
they handle, distribute and sell is sold within the prescribed
time from production date and that traceability is
maintained by keeping appropriate records of
tfransactions.

Meat dealers and vendor who are owners of meat
stalls, meat shops, supermarkets and other meat markets
must be licensed and shall meet all the requirements of the
City Government such as, but not limited to the following:

(a) Mayor's Permit;

(b) Sanitary Permit; and

(c) Meat and Meat Products Inspection Certificate
(MMPIC) issued for the day by the Implementing
Agency that should be displayed conspicuously in all
meat markets.

Meat Dedalers and Vendors must have its own meat
transport vehicle duly accredited by the NMIS or by the
City Government for the pick up and delivery of its meat
and meat products to the meat establishments. In addition
thereto, the Meat Dealers and Vendors shall observe the
following in the transport of its animals to the Central
Slaughterhouse and its meat products from the Central
Slaughterhouse:

1. Properly maintain cleanliness and hygiene of the
meat van and other vehicles at all times; and

2. Ensure the delivery of animal meat in the most
hygienic and sanitary manner pursuant to pertinent
NMIS rules on the transportation of meat and meat
products and other mandate by law or ordinance.

Section 9. RESPONSIBILITIES OF MEAT HANDLERS.
Meat handlers are also responsible for the safety and
quality of the meat and meat products which they frade,
slaughter, prepare, cut, process, pre- package, chill,
transport, sell, or handle in any other way related to this
guideline. They shall also be held personally liable for any
injury suffered by any consumer as a result of their violation
of this Ordinance.

Meat handlers shall handle meat and meat products
in a hygienic manner and shall comply with the
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requirements for personnel hygiene in the handling of meat
as mandated by law pertinent government regulations.
They should also have a Certificate of Attendance to @
training course on the hygienic handling of meat in meat
markets conducted by the NMIS or by the City
Government. Meat handlers should also be licensed by the
City Government and should possess an Annual Health
Certificate issued by the City Health Office. Meat handlers
who fail to meet the said requirements shall be prohibited
to handle meat or any meat product in the Central
slaughterhouse, meat shop, or meat market within the City.

Section 10. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CITY MARKET
ADMINISTRATOR. The City Market Administrator or his/her
equivalent shall:

(a) Ensure that all meat dealers, vendors, and
handlers working in the market under his/her
supervision are licensed and have met all the
requirements mentioned in this Ordinance;

(b) Ascertain that all market facilities required for the
hygienic and sanitary handling of meat are kept in
good condition; and

(c) Assist the City Government in enforcing this
Ordinance and any other pertinent ordinance, law,
or government regulation.

Section 11. DISEASE MONITORING AND FARM
VISITATION. a. It shall be mandatory on the part of the
owner, manager, veterinarian or consultant of livestock
farms and other similar establishments to report within
twenty-four (24) hours, verbally or in writing, the occurence
of Livestock and Pouliry Diseases to the following the City
Agriculture Office, Department - of Agriculture Regional
Field Unit (DA-RFU) through the Veterinary Quarantine
Services (VOS) or to the National FMO Task Force of Bureau
of Animal Industry. In the event that the report is made to
the City Agriculturist, the responsible officer shall inform the
National FMD Task force (BAIl) of such incidence or
outbreak of Livestock and Poultry Diseases.

b. Any owner, manager, veterinarian or consultant of
livestock establishments whose animals are afflicted with
Livestock and Poultry Diseases and other communicable
diseases shall ensure that no such animals are shipped,
transported, or otherwise moved out of the establishment.
The City Agriculture Office shall deal with the afflicted
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animals in the manner provided by this Ordinance or other
applicable laws, rules and regulations.

c. The City Agriculturist or his/her duly authorized
representatives, or a joint team of any of the
aforementioned officers and representative/s of the BAI
and DA-RFU may, at any reasonable time of the day visit
and inspect livestock farms and similar establishments to
monitor reported occurrences of Livestock and Poulfry
Diseases and other communicable disease, backyard
farm owner and/or their representatives are required to
extend assistance to the FMD Inspection Team. They are
also mandated to institute regular and sustained bio-
security measures to prevent the further occurrence and
spread of Livestock and Pouliry Diseases and other
communicable diseases.

d. The City Agriculture Office / City Veterinary Office shall
initiate the inspection of livestock farms and similar
establishments in its area of jurisdiction and record its
findings as reference in assisting the future visits of BAl's FMD
Inspection Team.

Section 12. OTHER GENERAL PROVISIONS.

a. It shall be illegal to operate any stockyard, holding pen,
livestock auction market, "lechon” houses, and similar
establishments without the required licenses, permits, or
clearance duly approved and issued by the Office of the
Mayor and other concerned governmental agencies.

b. All ilegal slaughterhouse, stockyard, holding pen,
livestock auction market. "lechon” houses and similar
establishments, most particularly those engaged in
backyard operations, shall be immediately closed upon
issuance of closure order by the City Agriculture Office
and/or other concerned agencies.

c. All animals brought to the central slaughterhouse shall
be for the sole purpose of slaughtering. At no time shall the
central slaughterhouse, stockyard, holding pen, "lechon”
houses, and similar establishments be used as holding
areas for live sales or for stocking purposes beyond the
twenty-four (24) hour period from its arrival.

d. All animals brought to the slaughterhouse and "lechon
houses must be covered by required permits and dll
necessary documents required by the City Government or
other concermmed agencies. Owners are required to
provide to the City Agriculiure Department and City

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Veterinary Office with the necessary information about
their animals for the purpose of traceability.

e. Before being allowed into the holding pens and
stockyards, all animals must undergo an ante mortem
inspection. All such animals must be slaughtered within
twenty-four (24) hours from time of arrival. No slaughtered
animals shall be kept in the slaughterhouse, stockyard,
holding pens, and "lechon" houses beyond the twenty-four
(24) hour period provided herein. When the animals arrive
and before they are slaughtered, the Meat Inspector must
be present to conduct an ante-mortem inspection.

f. After each operation, the slaughterhouse, holding pens,
lechon houses, and stockyards must be thoroughly
cleaned and disinfected in accordance with the methods
endorsed by NMIS and BAl. The City Veterinary Office is in
charge of implementing cleaning and disinfection
programs, as well as making sure that holding pens,
stockyards, and "lechon” houses always have a sufficient
supply of cleaning supplies and disinfectants available.

g. All animals that are killed must also undergo a post-
mortem inspection by the NMIS Meat Control Officer
and/or the City Meat Inspector/s. They must also make sure
that the Meat Brand and Meat Inspection Certificate are
only applied to wholesome, disease-free meat and meat
products. All Livestock and Poultry Disease- and other
communicable disease-infected animals, meat, and meat
products shall be confiscated, condemned, burned, and
immediately buried in a pit created for that purpose by the
NMIS Meat Control Officer and/or City Meat Inspector at
the expense of the animals owner without any
compensation.

h. The NMIS and the City Agriculture Office shall ensure that
all laws, rules, and regulations- and ordinances pertaining
to operation of the Central Slaughterhouse, holding pens,
lechon houses and stockyards are strictly implemented
and complied with.

i. Only Meat Control Officers, deputized Meat Control
Officers, Meat Inspectors and deputized Meat Inspectors
duly appointed or accredited and designated by the NMIS
or the City Government of Bacoor are authorized to
conduct meat inspection works. All persons employed in
meat inspection works shall undergo training conducted
by NMIS

Section 13. SCHEDULE OF FEES. Before any food
animal is slaughtered in the Central Slaughterhouse, a

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permit shall be secured from the City Veterinarian or his
duly authorized representative who will determine whether
the livestock trader or owner has complied with the
pertinent provisions of this Ordinance. The said permit shall
only be released after the following fees have been paid:

Species Per Head
Large cattle/carabao/horse P100.00
Hogs P80.00
Goat/sheep P&0.00
Others P40.00

Before any food animal is slaughtered at the Bacoor
City Slaughterhouse, the livestock trader or owner shall first
pay the slaughter fee to be determined by the Central
Slaughterhouse based on the prevdiling rates of
slaughterhouses in neighboring but shall not be less than
One Hundred Eighty Pesos (P180.00) per head for dll
species of farm animals. This amount shall include the
slaughter fee, corral fee and waste disposal fee —for the
maintenance, upkeep, and sanitation of the Central
Slaughterhouse in keeping with the regulation of the NMIS.

The Meat Inspectors, in the regulation of the flow,
preparation and sale of meat and meat products for
human consumption within the City of Bacoor, shall collect
reasonable fees, charges, including but not limited to ante
and post-mortem inspection fees, such as:

Large Cattle/Carabao/Horse/Pigs/Goat/Sheep

Ante-Mortem - Php 3.00/head
Post-Mortem - Php7.00/head
Chicken (Ante and Post-Mortem) - Php 0.25/head

The fees collected by the Meat Inspectors and City
Veterinarian Office shall be used for the regulation and
inspection of livestock and poultry farms, sale of meat in
public markets and other meat establishments by the City
Veterinary Office and City Agriculture Office. A Report of
Expenses for such regulation and inspection shall be
submitted by the City Veterinarian Office and City

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Agriculture Office to the Office of the City Mayor.
Any excess therefrom shall inure to the General Fund of the
City.

Meat Handler's License / Butcher's License. Butchers,
meat vendors, meat dealers and meat stalls / shops shall
register and secure their licenses from the City
Government, taking into account the following guidelines:

a. All butchers, meat and aquatic resources
vendors, dealers and meat stalls [/ shop
owners/operators must first secure the following
before applying for a Meat

handler's License or Butcher's License;

g Health Certificate
ii. Mayor's Permit

b. The following fees shall be imposed on Meat
Handlers

i Meat Processor  -Php 2.000.00/year
ii. Meat Shop Dealer -Php 2.000.00/year
iii. Meat Dealer -Php 1,000.00/year

iv. Vendor -Php 500.00/year
V. Butcher - Php 500.00/year
vi. Dresser -Php 200.00/year
vii.  Cutter -Php 200.00/year

c. The abovementioned individuals shall renew their
license annually.

Section 14, POST-ABATIOIR INSPECTION.  Before
being distributed or sold, dll livestock that have been
slaughtered for food or for the production of meat or meat
products must undergo inspection and testing. The Meat
Inspectors must undertake post-abattoir inspections, and
the following guidelines must be followed to prevent illicit
meat distribution and slaughter:

a) Meat vendcrs shall be required to secure Meat
Inspection Certificates from the Meat Inspector of
the Central Slaughterhouse.
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b) Meat coming from other provinces outside the
City of Bacoor shall secure Transfer Permits from the
Veterinarian of the said province to be counter-
checked by the Meat Inspector.

c) Meat vendors shall keep their stalls clean, and the
meats being sold shall not be placed on the floor.

At all fimes, the livestock and poulfry
farms should be prepared with the proper
permissions, licenses, certifications, and other
paperwork for inspection of the implementing
agencies.

. All vehicles and carriers used in the transportation of

livestock and other Disease-

susceptible animals must be disinfected before
loading and unloading of the livestock, pouliry and
other Disease-susceptible animals. In the event that
the animal cargo is discovered to be positive with
any livestock or poultry disease, the vehicle shall be
impounded in the impounding area and properly
disinfected, at the expense of the owner thereof,
under the supervision of the DA-BAI Veterinary
Quarantine Service and City Agriculture Office. The
owner of the cargo and the owner of the vehicle are
responsible for covering the costs of the disinfection
service. The infected animals shall be properly
disposed of in accordance with the pertinent rules
and regulations.

. All livestock and meat traders must secure all the

necessary permits, licenses, certificates and
clearances for the transport of live animals, meat,
meat products, and by-products.

Section 16. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR MOVEMENT

OF LIVESTOCK, DISEASE-SUSCEPTIBLE ANIMALS, THEIR MEAT,
MEAT PRODUCTS, BT-PRQDUCT_S,, ANIMAL PRODUCTS AND
ANIMAL EFFECTS.

a. The transport, movement, shipment outside or within

the City of any of the following possible sources of
livestock or poultry disease or contamination shall
require a written authority or permit from the BAI
Director or his duly authorized representative:

1) Disease-susceptible animals, their unprocessed

semen and embryo/ova;

2) Their fresh, frozen, or chilled meat sourced locally,
uncooked meat products

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and by products unprocessed and semi-
processed milk sourced locally, and semi-
processed meat products and by-products;

3) Livestock or Poultry Disease Vaccines;
4) Dung of chicken, pigs, and ruminants; and

5) Animal effects or any hay, straw, forage, or similar
material used as feeds and
bedding materials of Livestock or Poulfry Disease-
susceptible animals.

b. In case of meat and meat products, a Certificate of
Inspection from the NMIS shall be required before a
written authority/permit can be issued by the
director of BAI or his duly authorized representative,

Section 17. LICENSING OF LIVESTOCK TRADERS,
TRASNPORT OPERATORS, BOAR-FOR HIRE OPERATORS, AND
ARTIFICAL INSEMINATION CENTERS.

All licensed livestock dealers. transport companies,
boar-for-hire businesses, and artificial insemination facilities
must register with the city government and obtain all
required licenses through the City Agriculture Office.
Livestock, meat, meat products, and by-products traders
must obtain all necessary approvals, licenses, and permits
from the relevant City and National Government bodies.

Each meat delivery shall be in a closed van provided
with hooks to hang carcasses Edible and visceral organs
for human consumption should be placed in a container.
Personnel inside the van shall wear proper dress code. If
the delivery would last for more than two (2) hours, the van
shall be refrigerated.

Each meat delivery vehicle must register with the
City Agriculture Office once a year. After submitting the
necessary documentation, which includes the BABI/NMIS-
live/carcasses delivery vehicle accreditation certificate,
OR/CR, and a photo of the delivery truck, the City
Agriculture Office will issue the meat delivery vehicle a
clearance / vehicle delivery sticker, and the following fees
must be paid to the Office of the City Treasurer:
registration/inspection fees of five hundred pesos (FPhp
500.00) for non-Bacoor residents and three hundred pesos
(Php 300.00) for Bacoor residents.

Section 18. COMPULSORY VACCINATION.
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a. Al owners, managers, veterinarians, and/or
consultants of livestock farms and similar
establishments are required to vaccinate dll
livestock and other Disease-susceptible animals on a
regular basis in accordance with BAI rules and
regulations. A report on such vaccination shall be
submitted by the owner, manager, veterinarian, or
consultant of livestock farms and similar
establishment to the City Agriculture Office.

b. Backyard raisers of livestock and other Disease-
susceptible animals shall present
their animals for vaccination, voluntarily or whenever
required, to the City Agriculturist or his/her
representatives.

Section 19. ACCREDITATION OF POULTRY OR LIVESTOCK
FARMS AND SIMILAR ESTABLISHMENTS.

a. It shall be mandatory for commercial livestock farms
and similar establishments to secure accreditation
from BAIl, DA-RFU, Veterinary Quarantine Service,
and the City Agriculture Office.

b. Only duly-accredited livestock farms shall be
agllowed to transport livestock, pouliry, Disease-
susceptible animals, their meat, meat products, by-
products, animal products, and animal effects.

Section 20. DISPOSITION OF ILLEGAL OR UNAUTHORIZED
SHIPMENTS.

a. The fransport, movement, and shipment of livestock
and other Disease-susceptible animals including, but
not limited to their meat, meat products, by-
products, animal products, and animal effects,
Livestock and Poultry Disease VYaccines and other
items without the required permits/ certifications
which are contrary to the provisions of this
Ordinance are declared illegal / unauthorized
shipment shall be disposed of in accordance with
the following guidelines:

i. Livestock and ofther  Disease-
Susceptible Animals. Those found
infected  with FMD or other
communicable diseases shall be
immediately condemned and disposed
of by burning and burying in deep pit
built for the purpose to prevent spread
of disease in the City. Those discovered
to be free of Disease symptoms but
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without shipment paperwork must
remain on the transport vehicle and be
taken back to their point of origin. These
must be confiscated, if they have
already been unloaded, and sent back
to their source or point of origin without
further delay. Animals must be
confiscated or held at the owner's
expense if the owner or consignee
refuses to do so. The animals will be sold
if they are not brought back to its point
of origin within a non-extendible period
of five (5) days.

ii. Meat and Meat Products. Unauthorized
shipments of meat and meat products
shall be seized and disposed of
immediately at the point of entry and
turned over to BAI for proper disposal.

iil. FMD Vaccines. Unauthorized shipment
of Livestock and Poultry Disease
vaccines shall be seized and turned
over to BAI for proper disposal.

iv. Animal Products, Effects, and Other
Goods not enumerated above but are
similarly situated shall be seized,
condemned, bumed and buried in a pit
built for the purpose, at the expense of
the owner.

b. Any and all costs and expenses incurred in the

storage and/or disposal of illegal unauthorized items
mentioned above shall be borne exclusively by the
shipper/trader/ person!corpomhons liable for such
violation.

. The seizure, confiscation, disposal of animals, meat,

meat products, by-products, animal products,
animal effects, and other items shall be properly
documented, covered by appropriate custody or
acknowledgment receipt and witnessed by at least
two (2) representatives of the local authorities prior
to condemnation, disposal or release.

. All items, materials, things, goods, and effects used

in the illegal or unauthorized transport or shipment of
livestock and other Disease-susceptible animals,
their meat, meat products, by- products, animal
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products, and animal effects and other items which
are found to be infected shall be impounded,
disinfected and/or disposed of in accordance with
this Ordinance or other applicable Ordinances,
pertinent laws and rules and regulations at the sole
expense of the owner/operator.

b. The Multi-Agency Task Force shall perform the following
functions:

To regulate the preparation and sale of meat for
human consumption based on national policies,
guidelines and standards within the City.

To conduct meat inspection in the Central
Slaughterhouse and markets within the
City.

To certify the fitness for human consumption of meat
and meat products intended for distribution within
the City:

To monitor, conduct field inspection and require
those involved in the central slaughterhouse
operation to submit periodic and special reports to
the NMIS.

To control the movement of meat and meat
products from endemic areas to free
zones in the City;

To verify pertinent documents that accompany the
cargo livestock, poultry, meat, and its by-products,
as the case maybe, namely:

i. Veterinary Health Certificate for livestock
issued by the City Veterinarian or Provincial
Veterinarian of origin or their duly authorized
representative;

ii. Animal Shipping Permit for livestock issued by
the Regional and Provincial or City Veterinary
Quarantine Office or their duly authorized
representatives if shipment is from one region
to another and from one city to another within
the region, respectively;

iii. Authority to Ship Livestock by the BAI or its duly
authorized representative pursuant to DA
Administrative Order no. 5 and all pertinent
issuances, rules and regulations;

iv. Meat Inspection Certificate (MIC) in case of
meat, meat products, and by-products from
at least Class “"AA" slaughterhouses and
abattoirs in no case shall meat, meat
products, and by-products enter the temitorial
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jurisdiction of this City if the same originated
from Class A and unaccredited
slaughterhouses from outside the City.

v. Livestock Handler's License if shipment is for
commercial purposes.

7. Conduct ocular inspection of the cargo fo
determine the physical health status of animals
transported, meat, meat-products and by- products,

8. Gather necessary evidence for the effective
prosecution of violators to the effective prosecution
of violators of this Ordinance;

9. Submit to the City Mayor a monthly report stating in
full details of apprehensions and dispositions;

10.Enforce all quarantine laws, administrative orders
and memorandum circulars related hereto.

c. The City Legal Office shall handle the investigation of
violations and prosecution of viclators of this Ordinance.

d. The Bacoor City Police shall provide police assistance
and security for the implementers of this Ordinance.

e. The City Agriculturist or Bacoor City Police shall file the
appropriate complaints to institute the necessary legal
actions/s against violators of this Ordinance.

f. The Multi-Agency Task Force is hereby authorized to
formulate and issue rules and

regulations for the smooth and effective implementation of
this Ordinance.

g. The Office of the City Agriculture, together with the City
Veterinary Office, shall provide assistance and support in
the establishment of quarantine checkpoints and similar
entry/exit points for the movement, transport, and
shipment of livestock, Disease-susceptible animals, their
meat, meat products, by products. animal products, and
animal effects.

h. Subject to Civil Service Law, rules and regulations, the
members of the Multi-Agency Task Force may designate
from among the present personnel of their respective
offices the duly authorized representative who, in their
absence, shall act and perform their respective functions
under this Ordinance.
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Section 22. PROHIBITED ACTS. The following acts as
hereby prohibited under this Ordinance:

(1) Slaughter any food animal or prepare
meat or meat product in any slaughterhouse
or poultry processing plant other than the
Central Slaughterhouse established under this
Ordinance;

(2) Slaughter or handle in connection with
slaughter, any food animal in a manner not
considered humane;

(3) Sell, tfransport, offer or receive for sale or
transportation in commerce carcasses or parts
thereof, meat or meat product require to be
inspected under this Ordinance unless they
have been so inspected and passed;

(4) Do any act while they are being
transported in commerce or held for sale,
which is intended to cause or has the effect of
causing such articles to be adulterated or
misbranded;

(5) Unauthorized Printing of  Official
Marks/Certificates - No person, firm or
corporation shall cast, print, lithograph, or
otherwise make any device containing any
official mark or simulation thereof, or any label
bearing any such mark or simulation, or any
form of official certificate or simulation thereof
as provided herein, except as authorized by
the City Mayor pursuant to this Ordinance;

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Anyone who will viclate Section 14 of this Ordinance
shall be fined the amounts of Two Thousand Pesos (Php
2,000.00) for the first offense. Three Thousand Pesos (Php
3,000.00) for the second offense, and of Five Thousand
Pesos (Php 5.000.00) plus confiscation of the products sold
and prohibition from conducting business for two (2) years
for the third and succeeding offense. Those violators will
also be subjected to inquest and imprisonment of not less
than six (6) months, but not more than one (1) year. Further,
possible cancellation of permits of violators shall be
forwarded to NMIS for scrutinizing and assessment.

Under Section 56 of RA 10536, if the offender is a
juridical person, all officers such as, but not limited to its
president, manager, or head of office responsible for the
unlawful act shall be criminally liable therefore, in addition
to the cancellation of certificates of accreditation and/or
registration.

Meat from the animals slaughtered outside the
central slaughterhouse or those through backyard
operations not bearing the NMIS Meat Brand and Meat
Inspection Certificate (MIC) will be immediately
confiscated during operations of the Multi-Agency Task
Force, NMIS, or their representatives.

Confiscated meat shall be donated to the Bacoor
City Jail provided that the meat products have undergone
inspection by the local meat inspectors and proved to be
fit for human consumption.

Section 23. PRESUMED LIABILITY.

Any person having in his possession, control or
custody of Disease-susceptible animals, its meat, meat
products, by-products, animal products, and animal
effects including those regulated or prohibited under this
Ordinance, shall upon demand by competent authorities,
exhibit the documents prescribed in the preceding
sections

Failure to present such documents shall constitute
prima facie evidence of guilt. Especially if after said
animals, meat, meat products, by-products, animal
products and animal effects in his possession are found to
be infected with Livestock and Pouliry Disease as
diagnosed by the Bureau of Animal Industry or its duly
authorized representative.

Section 24. NON-LIABILITY CLAUSE.
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a. All charges for storage, demumrrage, cartage,
labor incident to inspection, cost of disinfection,
impounding, burning, burying, condemnation, disposal of
all animals, meat, meat products animal effects, and other
items transported or shipped in violation of this Ordinance
shall be paid by the shipper, trader, person or firm found
liable violating any of the provisions of this Ordinance.

b. The members of the Mulii-Agency Task Force, BAI
Director, DA-RFU, Veterinary Quarantine Service and other
local government personnel authorized to implement the
provisions of this Ordinance, and their duly authorized
representatives shall not be held liable for damages
incurred by the violator in the course of the implementation
of the provisions of this Ordinance.

Section 25. ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY. Any
Department Head or local government employee found
to be grossly negligent in the performance on his/her
obligation under this Ordinance and in the implementation
the provisions of this Ordinance shall be held
administratively liable in accordance with the Civil Service
Law rules, and regulations and also be penalized under
Section 56 of RA 9296, as amended in RA 10536.

Section 26. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE. If, for any reason,
any section or provision of this Ordinance is declared
unconstitutional or inconsistent with any national law, other
sections or provisions hereof which are not affected
thereby shall continue to be in full force and effect.

Section 27. REPEAL. This Ordinance expressly repeals
City Ordinance No. 2013-057, Series of 2013, otherwise
known as the Slaughterhouse and Meat Trading Regulation
Code of Bacoor, and impliedly repeals or amends any
other existing Ordinance or provision thereof inconsistent
herewith, unless otherwise stated.

Section 28. MANDATORY REVIEW. The Sangguniang
Panlungsod is hereby mandated to review this Ordinance
once every two (2) years after the date of effectivity hereof
or upon the recommendation of the City Mayor.

Section 29. EFFECTIVITY CLAUSE. This Ordinance shall
take effect after fifteen (15) days from its publication in two

The Bacoor
City Slaughterhouse, and all personnel assigned thereto, shall be
under the direct control and supervision of the Office of the City
Mavyor. Provided, that the establishment and operation of the said
facility will depend upon the results of a feasibility study to be
conducted by an independent consultant of proven track record,
probity, and integrity coming from the private sector to be hired by
the City Mayor for the sole purpose of studying the economic
viability of establishing and operating the Bacoor Gty
Slaughterhouse.

SECTION 7. Operating Standards. - The Baccor City
Slaughterhouse, if found to be advantageous 10 the interests of the
city government, shall exercise such operating standards that strictly
comply with all the rules and regulations of the NMIS and other
government agencies. The location of the facility shall be at the
discretion of the City Mayor pursuant to the Comprehensive Land
Use Plan and Zoning Ordinance of the City.

SECTION 8. Management and Personnel The following positions
of the vanous personnel who will operate the Baccor City
Slaughterhouse are hereby created, 1o wit

8.1. Slaughterhouse Master 1. The Slaughterhouse Master 1

An authorized butcher, dresser, or
cutter refers to any person licensed as a butcher, dresser or cutter
by the NMIS who holds a vaiid health certificate issued by the City
Health Officer and a mayor’'s permit to work duly issued by the City
Mayor. The health certificate issued by the City Health Officer shall
be valid for a period of one (1) year from the date of issuance and
should be renewed annually.

CHAPTER IV
ESTABLISHMENT AND ACCREDITATION OF AN ABBATOIR OR
POULTRY PROCESSING PLANT

SECTION 14. Grant of Franchise to Operators of Existing
Slaughterhouses or Poultry Processing Plants. No privately
owned and operated slaughterhouse or poultry processing plant
shall be allowed to operate within the city without first being
granted a franchise to operate as such by the Sangguniang
Panlungsod by means of an ordinance. Provided, that a franchise to
operate is hereby automatically granted to all privately owned
slaughterhouses or poultry processing plants already existing and
operating at the time of the approval and effectivity of this
Ordinance. Provided further, that the head of the BPLO is hereby
authorized to issue a certification in favor of operators and owners
of privately owned and operated slaughterhouses or poultry
processing plants already existing and operating at the time of the
approval and effectivity of this Ordinance stating in no uncertain
terms that they have already been granted a franchise to operate by
virtue of the instant Ordinance.

SECTION 15. Rules of Procedure for Grant of Franchise to Operate
to Slaughterhouses, Poultry Processing Plants, and Meat
Establishments Established After the Effectivity of this Ordinance.
The following rules of procedure shall be observed by the

2, The applicant must pay a franchise fee Ten Thousand Pesos

the applicant will pay all fees and taxes to be imposed by the

CHAPTER V

RESPONSIBILITIES OF MEAT DEALERS, VENDORS, HANDLERS AND
MARKET ADMINISTRATORS/MASTER

SECTION 16. Responsibilities of Meat Dealers and Vendors. - Meat
dealer and vendors are responsible for the safety and quahity of the
meat and meat products which they trade, slaughter, prepare, cut,
process, pre-package, chill, transport, sell, or handle in any other
way related to this guideline. They shall be held personally liable for
any injury suffered by any consumer as a result of their violation of
this Ordinance.

(¢) Meat and Meat Products Inspection Certificate (MMPIC) issued
for the day by the controlling authorities that should be
displayed conspicuously in all meat markets.

SECTION 17. Responsibilities of Meat Handlers. - Meat handlers are
also responsible for the safety and quality of the meat and meat
products which they trade, slaughter, prepare, cut, process, pre-
package, chill, transport, sell, or handie in any other way related to
this gmdeline. They shall also be held personally hable for any injury
sulffered by any consumer as a result of their violation of this
Ordinance.

Meat handiers shall handle meat and meat products in a
hygienic manner and shail comply with the requirements for
personnel hygiene in the handling of meat as mandated by law
pertinent government regulations. They should also have a
Certificate of Attendance 1o a traning course on the hygenic
handling of meat in meat markets conducted by the NMISS or by the
City Government. Meat handlers should also be licensed by the City
Government and should possess an Annual Health Certificate 1ssued
by the City Health Office. Meat handlers who fail to meet the said
requirements shall be prohibited to handle meat or any meat
product in any slaughterhouse, meat shop, or meat market within
the City.

SECTION 18. Responsibilities of the Market Administrator/Master.
- The Market Administrator/Master or his/her equivalent shall:

{a) Ensure that all meat dealers, vendors, and handlers working in
the market under his/her supervision are hcensed and have met
all the requirements mentioned in this Ordinance;

{b) Ascertain that all market facilities required for the hygienic and
sanitary handling of meat are kept in good condition; and

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CHAPTER VI

RULES AND REGULATIONS IN HANDLING NEWLY SLAUGHTERED

SECTION 19. Rules and Regulations in the Handling of Newly
Slaughtered Meat. ~ All persons dealing, vending, butchering, or
handling meat for public consumption within the City shall strictly
observe the following rules and regulations

al The meat shall be displayed at a cool and dry part of
the market where the air humudity s low or as low as
naturally achievable,

b) The heoks used 1o hang meat should be always be
clean and should be made of stainless steel to ensure that
rust 1s not transferred to the meat;

c¢) The meat should be in a hanging position 1o allow
circulation of air. If the meat is not hanging, it shall not be
stacked one on top of the other;

d) The meat should not come into contact with the
ground or with flies and other insects;

e} Tables used to display meat should, as far as
practicable, be made of stainiess steel and should be
equipped with a working drain. If stainless steel tables are
unavailable or too prohibitively priced, the display tables
may be made of concrete prowvided that its surfaces are
perfectly smooth and keplt consistently;

f)  Bleach, muriatic acid, and other toxc chemicals
should not be used in cleaning display tables, display
cases, sinks, hooks, floors, knives, and other equipment
that come into contact with meat and meat products in
order to prevent meat contamination. Food service
degreasers should be used in cleaning display tables,
display cases, sinks, hooks, floors, knives, and other
equipment that come into contact with meat and meat
products,

g) Scales should be cleaned daily and should be covered
with a clean plastic wrapper after use to protect them
from water damage and corrosion which could
contaminate the meat;

h) Brush wash all the surfaces of sinks, display tables,
back splash, and floors before and after displaying meat
Scrubbing pads, brushes, and other cleaning materials
should be properly cleaned and stowed after use in order
to prevent the spread of germs in the meat display and
cutting areas;

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i) The cutting area shall always be maintained under
good sanitary conditions. Cutting tools such as knives,
chopping board, sharpener, and the hike shall at all times
be maintained in good sanitary condition;

)} Meat gnnders, tenderizers, cubers, band saws, and
shcers should be completely disassembled after use and
ecach component should be scrubbed with a clean nylon
brush while immersed in food service degreasers. The
disassembled parts should be compietely dry before they
are re-assembled,;

kl  All surfaces of meat and seafeod coolers including its
floor, racks, and pans should be thoroughly cleaned and
sanitized everyday. Particular attention should be given to
the cleaning and sanitizing of the backs of door handles;

I}  Public and privately owned markets operating within
the City should be equipped with a functioning meat and
seafood cooler sufficient to accommodate the meat
products being sold by meat vendors for at least one day;
m) Al the surfaces of meat and seafood display cases—
including the display glass and the legs of the display case-
- should be cleaned before and after use with warm hquid
detergent. They should then be thoroughly rinsed, aw
dried, and covered with a plastic wrapper before the meat
stall or meat shop closes for the day,

n) The food service degreaser mentioned in the
foregoing provisions should be duly cleared and certified
safe by the Bureau of Food and Drugs. Provided that: the
City Health Office 1s hereby authorized to purchase such
quantities of focd service degreasers as may be necessary
for distribution in the Bacoor Public Markel:

o) Buyers should nrot handle meat on display
unnecessanly.  Clean tongs or similar tools should be
made availlable to meat handlers and consumers 1o
minimize contamination;

p)  Wrapping matenal that comes in contact with the
meat during sale should not mtroduce contaminants.
Printed wrapping materials ke newspaper must not be
used. Used wrapping material materials shall not be re-
used;

q) Meat shall be at the sales area for only eight (8)
hours from the time of slaughter as indicated in the meat
inspection certificate issued at the slaughterhouse.
Within this time, the meat should not show any loss in its
fresh-like character in terms of color, odor and texture
and shall show no sign of spoilage. Meat showing loss of
ariginal fresh-like character in less than 8 hours shall be
withdrawn from the sales area sooner;

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r}  Meat unsold after 8 hours even if maintaining its

SECTION 20. Procedures for the Transportation of Meat. All
meat or meat products intended for sale or distribution within the
City shall be transported in accordance with the following
procedures:

a) Meat and meat products shall be transported in duly
accredited meat transportation vehicles that shall always be
kept clean and regularly disinfected. The vehicle should not
have been used for transporting live animals or any other carge
that may adversely affect the safety and quality of the meat to
be transported,

b} Transport vehicles and crates to be used should be
cleaned and, if necessary, sanitized as soon as practicable after
the meat has been unloaded.

c) Meat transpert vehicles shouid be used for transporting
meat from the slaughterhouse to the market Meat transport
vehicles should be washed and disinfected prior to the loading
of carcass/meat parts and offal;

d) To prevent the deleterious effects of airborne
contaminants, the transpart vehicle should be closed, and/or
have pravisions for covering/protecting the meat;

e) Newly slaughtered carcass should be hung on stainless
steel rails or placed on stainless stee! or plastic racks that allow
proper airculation of air. Smaller cuts of meats not hung on rails
may be held in clean plastic containers inside the vehicle to
prevent meat/meat product contact with the floor;

f} Meat/meat product not hung on rails shall be held in
appropnate, clean and regularly disinfected containers inside
the vehicle. Containers with products shall be stacked inside
the vehicle in a manner that prevents contamination. Closed
containers shall be provided for edible offal;

g} Meat being loaded and unloaded manually should be

properly protected from contamination by the meat handlers;
and

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h) The product compartment of meat transport vehicles
should not carry tires, personal effects, and other matenals that
may contaminate the meat and meat products.

SECTION 21. Rules on the Personal Hygiene of Persons
Handling Meat and Meat Products. — All persons handling meat and
meat products shall observe the following rules and procedures on
personal hygiene;

a) Persons known or suspected to be suffering from, or
to be carriers of communicable diseases that are likely to be
transmitted through meat and/or person to persan, shall not be
allowed to handle any animal intended to be slaughtered, or any

meat, or meat product;

b) All persons handling or getting in contact with meat
and meat products must take all necessary steps to prevent the
contamination of meat by:

1] Taking a bath before going to work;,

2] Weanng clean shirt, pants, shoes or slippers,
apron and hairnet during work. The wearing of sando shirts,
shorts, or mum skirts to work shall be considered a violation
of this Ordinance;

(3] Keeping nails trimmed, clean and without nail
polish;

(4] Refraining from weanng of jewelry, fashion
accessories and perfume during work;

(s} Using suitable protective clothing that shall be
changed everyday or as often as necessary;

(6] Refrarming from smoking, drinking alcoholic
drinks while working, and/or reporting for work while under
the influence of alcohol or drugs;

{7 Refraining from spitting, sneezng, or
coughing while handling meat;

(8] Not chewing or eating any food while working
or while handling meat,

(9] Not handling of unpacked meat, money, and
receipls at the same time;

[10] Refraimng from combing hair, tnmming of
nails, or brushing of teeth while handling meat; and

{11]  Thoroughly washing hands: before, during,
and after work; after using the toilet; after sneezing or
coughing; after coming into contact with any dirty object or
matenal, before and after eating,

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SECTION 21.1. Authority of the City Health Office, BPLO, and the
BTMD to Implement Ordinance. The following City agencies are
hereby empowered to implement this Ordinance:

a) the Cny Heaith Office (with regard all prowisions of this
Ordinance related to health, hygiene, and samtation);

b) the Business Permit and Licensing Office (with regard all
provisions related to the accreditation, franchising, and
operation of slaughterhouses, private poultry plants, meatl

CHAPTER VII
RULES OF PROCEDURE IN THE SLAUGHTER OF FOOD ANIMALS
SECTION 22. Acceptance of Food Animals for Slaughter. The
livestock trader shall be required to present to the slaughterhouse

admimistrator or his duly authonzed checker the food animals to be
slaughtered including the following documents.

(1) Veterinary Health Certificate;
{2) Shipping Permit
(3) Philippine National Police (PNP) clearance (in the case of

cattle, carabao, buffalp, horse to determine that such livestock
where legally acquired).

The designated time of accepting food ammais to be
slaughtered shall be strictly /mplemented. Food ammals to be
slaughtered are required to rest inside the corral located within the
premises of the slaughterhouse for a minimum period of twenty (24)
hours up 1o a maximum period of thirty-six (36) hours before they
are slaughtered.

All vehicles used in transporting food amimals are required to
be cleaned and disinfected always before they are allowed to leave
the premises of the slaughterhouse.

SECTION 23. Outright Condemnation. Any ammal manifesting
during ante-mortem inspection any disease or condition that shall
warrant outright condemnation shall be marked “CONDEMNED",
isolated immediately and disposed of under the supervision of the
Livestock Inspector or Meat Inspector at the expense of the
livestock trader or of the owner of such food ammals.

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SECTION 24. Slaughterhouse Management. The following
schedule of accepting, slaughtering of food animals and regular
cleaning of the slaughterhouse is to be strictly followed and
implemented:

1. Acceptance of Food Amimals 12:00 Noon - 6:00 P.M,
2. Slaughtenng of food Animals 900PM -500AM
3. Cleaning and Disinfection 6:00 A.M. - 12.00 noon

Drinking of intoxicating drinks, gambling, and the use of
prohibited drugs within the premises of the slaughterhouse or
working under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs while inside
the slaughterhouse are strictly prohibited at all times.

No person shall be allowed inside the slaughterhouse except
those who have transaction therein or who are working inside the
slaughterhouse. Butchers shail be allowed toe enter the
slaughterhouse only from 9:00 P.M to 4:45 AM

To ensure the cleanliness and safety of meat, no food
amimals shall be slaughtered on the floor of the slaughterhouse

SECTION 25. All-In, All-Out Policy. To prevent food amimals from
contracting any disease, the Slaughterhouse Master, Livestock
Inspector and Butcher shall strictly ensure that no food amimals shall
be allowed to stay in the corral for more than thirty-six (36) hours
from the time of arrival or acceptance.

SECTION 26. Inspection of Food Animals. All food amimals shall be
inspected  before they are slaughtered and  after they are
slaughtered by the Meat Inspectar/s. To prevent the inhumane
staughtering of food animals prohibited under Republic Act 8485
(otherwise known as the Animal Welfare Act), inspectors shall
conduct examination and inspection of the method by which food
animals are slaughtered and handled in slaughterhouses and meat
establishments covered by this Ordinance.

SECTION 27. Meat Inspection Certificate . A Meat Inspection
Certificate signed by the Meat Inspector shall be issued to every
food amimal slaughtered before the same is brought out of the
slaughterhouse. The form and content of the Meat Inspection
Ceruficate shall be as follows:

CHAPTER ViIlI

ENVIRONMENTAL SANITATION AND DISINFECTION OF
SLAUGHTERHOUSES

SECTION 29. Waste Segregation. For the efficient ceollection of
waste matenals generated in the slaughter of food animals, the
following steps of waste segregation shall be strictly enforced:

(1) Bones, or other waste products of value shall be placed in well-
covered and specifically designated receptacles to prevent the
attraction of flies, insects and other pests;

(2) Waste products like hawrs, blood clots and other waste of no
value shall be placed in their well-covered and designated
receptacles;

(3) Recyciable wastes that will be re-used shall be cleaned and
placed in well-covered and specially designated receptacles;

{4) Condemned meats shall be placed 1n well-covered, specially
designated receptacles prior to burying in a deep pit; and

{5) No solid wastes shall be allowed to be muxed with the
wastewater.

SECTION 30. Waste Water Treatment. All slaughterhouses and
poultry processing plants are hereby required to install and mamintain
a waste water treatment facility or system within  their premises
that conforms to all environmental laws. Waste water generated by
such  establishments shall not be allowed—under any
circumstances—to be mixed with the ground water or with
domestic waste. Under no circumstances shall such waste water be
released to any stream, drainage system, river, estero or any other
body of water without first undergoing treatment pursuant to all
relevant laws of the Philippines and of pertinent government
regulations.

SECTION 31. Economical Use of Water. Fxcessive use of water
that cavses damage to the water source 15 hereby prohibited. Water
usage shall be imited as follows:

{1) Per head of Hogs : Thirty {30) gallons
(2) Per head of Cattle/carabao : Sixty (60) gallons

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{3) Per head of Lamb/Goat } Fifteen (15) gallons

SECTION 32. Disinfection Requirement. The Slaughterhouse
Master or the Owner/Qperator of the privately owned abattoirs or
poultry processing plants covered by this Ordinance shall make sure
that the slaughterhouse or poultry processing plant 15 disinfected
everyday. He/she shall be responsible for the adoption of the
necessary program in compliance with the issuances of the national
government for the cleanliness and sanitation of the slaughterhouse
or poultry pracessing plant.

The Slaughterhouse Administrator or Owner/Operator of the
poultry processing plant shall put up a feotbath and wheel bath for
the people and vehicles entering the slaughterhouse or pouitry
processing plant to avoid the contamunation of meat from any
disease.

CHAPTER IX
SCHEDULE OF FEES

SECTION 33. Permit to Slaughter. Before any food anmal s
slaughtered in any privately owned abattoirs or pouilry processing
plant covered by this Ordinance, 3 permit shall be secured from the
Slaughterhouse Master or from the City Veterinanan or his duly
authorized representative who will determine whether the hivestock
trader or owner has complied with the pertinent provisions of this
Ordinance.

CHAPTER X

PROHIBITED ACTS

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SECTION 45. Prohibited Acts. The following acts as hereby
prohibited:

(1) Slaughter any food amimal or prepare meat or meat product in
any meat establishment not authorized under this Ordinance;

(2) Slaughter or handie in connection with slaughter, any food
ammal in a manner not considered humane;

(3) Sell, transport, offer or recewe for sale or transportation in
commerce carcasses or parts thereof, meat or meat product require
to be inspected under this Ordinance unless they have been so
inspected and passed;

(4) Do any act while they are being transported in commerce or
held for sale, which is intended to cause or has the effect of causing
such articles to be adulterated or misbranded;

SECTION 46. Unauthorized Printing of Official Marks/Certificates.
No person, firm or corporation shall cast, print, lithograph, or
otherwise make any device contaiming any official mark or
simulation thereof, or any label bearing any such mark or
simulation, or any form of official certificate or simulation thereof as
provided herein, except as authoruzed by the City Mayor pursuant to
this Ordinance.

SECTION 47. Forging Official Marks. No natural or jundical persan
shall = (1) forge any official device, mark or certificate; (2) use any
official device, mark or certificate, or simulation thereof, or alter,
detach, deface or destroy any official device, mark or certificate; (3)
contrary to the regulations, prescribed under this Ordinance, fail to
use, or to detach, deface, or destroy any official device, mark or
certificate;{4) knowingly possess, any official device or any
counterfeit, simulated, forged, or improperly altered official
certificate or any device or label or any carcass of any ammal, or
part or product thereof, bearing any counterfest, simulated, forged
or improperly altered official mark:(S) knowingly make any false
statement in any certificate; or (6) knowingly represent that any
article has been inspected and passed under this Ordinance when in
fact it has not been so inspected and passed.

SECTION 48. Absence of Ante Mortem or Post Mortem
Inspection/Exception. It shall be unlawiul for any person, either for
himself or in behalf of another person, firm or corporation or
partnership to slaughter food anmals which have not been
et T submitted for ante-mortem or post mortem inspection or to store,
transport or sell carcasses, organs or parts thereof which have not
been previously inspected and passed or have been found upon
inspection to be unfit for human consumption. Fowls slaughtered in
privately owned poultry processing plants authorized 10 operate
under this Ordinance are, however, exempted from being subjected

......
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to ante-martem inspection. However, under no circumstances shall
such fowls be exempted from post mortem inspection which may be
conducted within the premises of such poultry processing plant/s.

SECTION 49. Interference in the Conduct of Inspection. it shall be
unlawful for any person, firm or corporation 1o resist, harass,
intimidate, assault, impede or interfere with any inspector during
the performance of his duties as prescribed under this Ordinance. in
this regard, owners or operaters of privately owned slaughterhouses
or poultry processing plants are hereby required to inform the City
Health Office at least one (1) day in advance of the scheduled
slaughter of food animals.

SECTION 50. Unlawful Trading. It shall be unlawful for any person
employed by the NMIS or person employed by the mumcpal
government for the purpose of meat inspection work, to engage
directly or indirectly in the business of buying, selling and trading or
otherwise negotiating purchases or sales of meat products for his
own account or as an employee of another person, firm or
corporation.

CHAPTER XI
PENALTIES AND SANCTIONS

SECTION 51. Administrative Sanction. City employees who
violates any of the applicable provisions hereof shall be meted the
following sanctions subject to pertinent cwil laws and regulations:

First Offense: Suspension for five {5) days to one {1) month without
pay,

Second Offense: Suspension far one (1) manth and one {1) day up to
six (b) months without pay,

Third Offense: Disrmissal from employment

SECTION 52. Cancellation of Business Permit and Order of
Closure of Business. The City Mayor is authorized after proper
notice and heanng -- which shall be summary in nature in instances
when the continued operation of a business or establishment within
the City causes imminent danger to public health - to cancel the
business permit and order the closure of the business aof any person,
firm or corporation engaged, in the business of slaughtering food
ammals, or prepanng, freezing, packaging, storing or labeling any
carcasses for use as human feod, found to be in violation of any of
the provision of this Ordinance.

Any carcass, parts of carcasses or
products of carcasses found to have been prepared. handied,
packed, stored, transported or offered for sale as human food not in
accordance with any provision of this Ordinance shall be confiscated
and disposed of at the expense of the person, firm or corporation
found to be in vialation hereof.

SECTION 54. Penalties. The following penalties shall be meted
against any person who vielates this Ordinance in addition to the
applicable administrative sanctlions provided herein:

{1) Any person who shall violate, disobey, refuse, omit or neglect to
comply with any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of
a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished with
imprisonment for a penod of not exceeding three (3) months or a
fine not exceeding P2,000.00 or both depending upon the discretion
of the court.

{2) Any person, firm or corporation who resist, harass, intimidate,
assault, impede or interfere with any inspector during the
performance of his duties as prescribed under this Ordinance shall
be guilty of 3 misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished
with imprisonment for a peniod of not exceeding six () months or a
fine not exceeding P4,000.00 or both depending upon the discretion
of the court

CHAPTER XNl
MISCELLANEOUS AND FINAL PROVISIONS

SECTION 55. Repealing Clause. All existing ordinances, executive
orders, rules and regulations or parts thereof, which are inconsistent
with this Ordinance. shall he repealed or modified accardingly.

SECTION 56. Authority to Formulate Implementing Rules. The
City Mayor is hereby autherized to formulate, or to delegate the
formulation, of the implementing Rules and Regulations of this
Ordinance. Provided that: the City Mayor shall submit the final
draft of the proposed Implementing Rules and Regulations to the
Sangguniang Panlungsod within six (&) months from the date of
effectivity of this Ordinance Provided further that: The sad
Implementing Rules and Regulations may not be enforced unless
duly approved by a majonty of the members of the Sanggumang
Panlungsod comprising a quorum.

SECTION 57. Suppletory Application of Implementing Rules and
Regulations and Pertinent Laws/Government Regulations. Once
approved by the Sanggumang Panlungsod, the Implementing Rules
and Regulations mentioned above shall have suppletery apphcation
to the provisions of this Ordinance. Pertinent laws and government
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) regulations shall alsoe have the same suppletory application to this
A =1 Ordinance.

SECTION 58. Mandatory Review. The Sanggumang Panlungsed 15
hereby mandated to review this Ordinance once every two (2) years
after the date of effectvity hereof or upon the recommendation of
the City Mayor.

SECTION 59. Separability Clause. If any portion or provisions of
this Ordinance s declared invalid or unconstitutional, the other
portions hereof not affected thereby shall continue to be in full
force and effect.

SECTION 60. Effectivity Clause This Ordinance shall take effect
after fifteen (15) days from its publication in two (2} newspapers of
general airculation in the province of Cavite.
