WHEREAS, Section 254 [b] of RA 7140 provides in part

. m%’/ that the delinquent real property will be sold at public
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auction, and the title to the property will be vested in the
purchaser, subject. however, to the right of the delinquent
owner of the property or any person having legal interest
therein o redeem the property within one (1) year from the
date of sale.

WHEREAS, Section 243 of RA 71480 provides that “in case
there is no bidder for the real property advertised for sale as
provided herein, or if the highest bid s for an amount
insufficient to pay the real properly tox aond the related
interest and costs of sale the local freasurer conducting the
sale shall purchase the property in behalf of the local
government unit concemed to satisfy the claim and within
two (2) days thereafter shall make a report of his proceedings
which shall be reflected upon the records of his office. It shall
be the duty of the Registrar of Deeds concermned upon
regisiration with his office of any such declaration of forfeiture
to transfer the title of the forfeiled property to the local
government unif concemed without the necessity of an order
from a competent court. Within one (1) year from the date of
such forfeiture, the taxpayer or any of his representative, may
redeem the property by paying fo the local treasurer the full
arnount of the real property tax and the related interest and
the costs of sale. If the property is not redeemed as provided
herein, the ownership thereof shall be vested on the local
government unit concerned.”

WHEREAS, Section 284 of RA 71460 provides that the
sanggunian concemed may, by ordinance duly approved,
and upon notice of not less than twenty (20) days. sell and
dispose of the real properly acguired under the preceding
section at public auction. The proceeds of the sale shall
accrue to the general fund of the local government unit
concerned.

WHEREAS, the City Treasurer advertised the sale
through public auction of various parcels of land situated
within the City of Bacoor for the failure of its registerad owners
to pay regl property taxes despite their receipt of the requisite
noficefs of delinquency.

WHEREAS, the said sale was conducted via public
auction.

WHEREAS, because no bid was placed or the highest
bid was insufficient to pay for the delinquent real property
taxes in the soid public auction for the said parcels of land,
the City Treasurer purchased the said properties on behalf of
the City Government pursuant to Section 263 of RA 7140,

2 City Ordinance No. 337-2024, (Resale ond Dispasition of Real Properties Acquired by
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NOW, THEREFORE, be it ORDAINED by the Sangguniang
Panlungsod of the City of Bacoor, Province of Cavite that:

SECTION 1. TITLE. - This Ordinance shall be known as
"Resale and Disposifion of Real Properties Acquired by the
City of Bacoor Ordinance.”

SECTION 2. COVERAGE. - This Ordinance shall cover
and apply to:

2.1 The following real properties with real property tax
delinquencies that were purchased and declared
forfeited on behalf of the Cily Government of
Bacoor because there was no bidder or there was
no sufficient bid during the public auction that was
held for the said purpose.

2.2 All real properties which although levied and
purchased by the City Treasurer on behalf of the
City Government, the declaration of forfeiture has
not been registerad with the Office of the Registry
of Deeds of Bacoor City; and

2.3 All real properties purchased by the City Treasurer
on behalf of the City Government, which sale or
declaration of forfeiture have been registered
with the Office of the Registry of Deeds of Bacoor
City but which no sale or contract of sale have
been made by the City Treasurer to a third party
in the manner and conditions required by law,

SECTION 3. DEFINITION OF TERMS. — As used in this
Ordinance, the following terms and phrases shall be
understood and defined as follows:

KR Acquired/Forfeited Properties — refers fo
real properties subject fo a public auction sale
under Section 254 of the Local Government Code
that were declared forfeited in favor of the City
Government of Bacoor pursuant to Section 243 of
the same Code where the one (1} year
redemption period has already lopsed.

3.2 Consolidatlion of Title - refers to the transfer
of ownership of a property from the name of the
taxpayer from whom the properly was

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4.2 Gender and number. — Every word in this
Code importing the masculine gender shall
extend to both a female and male. Every word
importing the singular number shall extend and
apply to several persons or things, and every word
importing the plural number shall extend and
apply to one person or thing as well.

4.3 Computation of time. — The fime within
which an act is to be done as provided in this
ordinance or in any rnile or regulation issued
pursuant to the provisions thereof, when expressed
in days, shall be computed by excluding the first
day and including the last day, except if the last
day falls on a Sunday or a holiday in which case
the same shall be excluded from the
computation, and the next business day shall be
considered the last day.

4.4 Conflicting provisions of section. — If the
provisions of different sections conflict with or
contravena each other, the provisions of each
section shall prevail as to all specific matters and
questions involved therein.

SECTION 5. CONSOLIDATION OF TITLE. — In preparation
for the resale and disposition of the forfelled real estofe
properties, the City Treasurers Office shall cause the
registration and transfer at the City Register of Deeds of all the
titles of the Real Estates Property acquired by the City due to
non-payment of Real Estate Property Taxes in the name of the
City Government of Bacoor upon the lopse of the one (1)
yvear redemption period.

SECTION &. RESALE AND DISPOSITION. — The real
property acquired by the City Govemment of Bacoor due to
non-payment of Real Property Taxes is hereby opened to the
public for resale and disposition subject to the condition that
the buyer shall assume the full amount of the unpaid real
property tax, the related interest thereon, the costs of sale
and all incidental expenses incurred by the Cilty Government
in the transfer of the soid fitle including those expenses
related to the auction sale of the property.

SECTION 7. QUALIFICATIONS FOR REACQUISITION AND
RESALE. — The resale of the real property acquired by the City
Govemnmment, or ils reacquisition by its former owner, shall be
done subject to compliance by the parly concemed with the
following qualifications:

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7.1 The previous registered owner of the auctioned
property or the person having legal interast therein
shall have priority to participate in the auction sale
of the regl estate property forfeited and had been
declared for resale by the City Government of
Bacoor.

7.2 There must be a public auction duly
published to be conducted by the City Treqsurer's
Office on all Real Properfies acquired by the city
for non-payment of Real Property Taxes.

7.3 The public auction shall be conducted in
complionce with the perlinent provisions of RA
7140 and applicable city ordinances.

7.4 After the public auction, the City Treasurer
shall immediately anncunce the names of the
winning bidders upon the end of the auction.

7.5 The winning bidder shall possess all the
qualifications and none of disqualifications
provided under existing lows and government
rules and regulations. In case the owner or pearson
having legal interest therein faiks to repurchase the
delinquent property as provided for under Section
262 of the Local Government Code, the City
Treasurer shall accept the offer of other persons
interested in buying the said real estale property,

SECTION B. WHEN OWMNERSHIP IS RETAINED. — In case
there is no bidder for the real estate property advertised for
sale, or if the highest bid is for an amount insufficient to pay
the real estate property tax and the related interest and cost
of sale, the City Government of Bacoor shall maintain the
ownership of the said real properties.

SECTION 9. PROPERTIES FOR RESALE AND DISPOSITION.
— Only those real properties declared by the City
Govermnment of Bacoor for resale and disposition shall be
covered by the provision of this ordinance.

SECTION 10. AMOUNT DUE. — The City Treasurer, as
consideration of the sale, shall require the payment of the
oulstanding vnpaid real properly laxes. all incidental
expenses, the costs of sole and all incidental expenses
incurred by the city in the transfer of the title of the property.

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SECTION 11. PROCEEDS OF THE SALE. - Pursuan! to
Section 182 of R.A. Mo. 7140, the proceeds of the sale shall
accrue to the General Fund of the City of Bacoaor.

SECTION 12. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE. - If, for any reason,
any provision or part of this Ordinance is declared invalid or
unconstitutional, other provisions not affected thereby and
shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 13. REPEALING CLAUSE. — All ordinances, rules
and regulations or parts thereof in conflict with this Ordinance
are hereby repedled and/or modified accordingly; provided
that the rights that are vested upon the effectivity of this
Ordinance shall not be impaired.,

SECTION 14. EFFECTIVITY CLAUSE. - This Ordinance shall
foke effect upon its approval and after publication in o
newspaper of local circulation.
