AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE CONDUCT OF MEDICAL
MISSIONS WITHIN THE JURISDICTION OF THE CITY OF BACOOR,
CAVITE AND REQUIRING EVERY ORGANIZER TO GIVE NOTICE,
OBTAIN CLEARANCE, AND COORDINATE WITH THE CITY HEALTH
OFFICE FOR ANY PROGRAM OR ACTIVITY INVOLVING MINOR
AND/OR MAJOR OPTICAL OR SURGICAL OPERATION, MEDICAL
OR DENTAL AND OTHER HEALTH-RELATED SERVICES AND
PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION HEREOF.

WHEREAS, Seclion 15 Ardicle | of the 1987 Phiippine
Constitution states that it s the policy of the Slate to protect and
promote the nght to heatth of the people and instil hedlth
consciousness among them.

WHEREAS, Section 11, Article Xlll of the 1987 Philippine
Constitution mandates that the Stote shall adopt an
infegrated and comprehensive approach to health
development, which shall endeavor to maoke essential goods,
health, and other social services available to all the people
at affordable cost.

WHEREAS, the same Section kewise states that there shall be

a pricrty for the needs of the underprvileged. sick, elderly, disabled,
women, and children and shall endeavor to provide free medical

care to paupers.

WHEREAS, Section 16 of Republic Act No. 7140 (the "Local
Govemment Code of 19717 provides thalt: “Every local
government unit shall exercise the powers expressly granted, those
necessanly implied therefrom. as well as powers necessary,
appropriate, or incidental for its efficient and effective
governance, and those which are essential to the promotion of the
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general welfare. Within their respective temitorial jurisdictions, local
government units shall ensure and support, amang other things. the
preservation and enrichment of culture, promote health and
safety, enhance the right of the people to a bolanced ecology,
encourage and support the development of appropriate and self-
reliant scienfific and technological copabilities. improve public
morals, enhance economic prosperity and social justice, promole
full employment among their residents, maintain peace and order,
ond preserve the comfort and convenience of their inhabitants.”

WHEREAS, Section 33 of Republic Act No. 10160 [the
"“Charter of the City of Bacoor”] mandates that the City Health
Officer shal formulate measures for the corsideration of the
Sangguniang Panlungsod and provide technical ossistance and
support to the City Mayor in camying out activities to ensure the
delivery of basic services and the provision of adequate facilities
relative to health services os provided for under Section 17 of the
Local Govemnment Code of 1991.

WHEREAS, it s the duty of the City Govermment of Bacoor,
through the City Health Office to mplement hedth programs in
cormpliance with the guidelines of the Depariment of Health.

WHEREAS, the City Hedlth Officer recommended fo the
Songouniang Panlungsod fo pass an ordinance that wil enable the
City Govemment to regulate medical, optical and dental missions
being conducted within the City of Bacoor fo protect its consfituents
against possible injuies ond complcations brought about by
medical/dental/optical malpractice, negigence, and/for lack of
proper training of those performing medical /dental/opfical services
to patients during the said activifies.

WHEREAS, it & the policy of the Cliiy Government of Bocoor to
rissions comply with the policies and reguiafions of the Cify.

WHEREAS, this Ordinance s not in any way meant to
discourage the conduct of medical, optical, and dental missions in
the City of Bacoor but to ensure its proper implermentation and o
maxdmize the benefifs that may be derdved therefrom through
coordinoted and complementary efforts by and between the Cily
Govemment and the organizers thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the 5h
Sangguniang Panlungsod of the City of Bacoor, Cavite that:

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. — This Ordinance shall be refered fo
and cited as the "Medical Missions Regulation Ordinance of the City
of Bacoor.”
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SECTION 2. OBJECTIVE. it shall the primary goal of this
Ordinance to achieve the following:

1. Irstitutionalize a mechanism of cooperation between and
among the City Govemment of Bacoor and the persons and
entifies conducting medical, opticd, and dental missions in the:
City of Bacoor, Cavite o faciitate a systematic delivery of
various hedlth services o city residents;

2, Regulate the conduct of medical, opfical. and dental
missions within the City of Bacoor;

3. Biminate the conduci of unauthorzed medical
dental, and optical missions within the City of Bacoor;

4, Ensure the compliance with the City's policies and
regulations of persons and entities conducting
medical, dental, and optical missions in the City of
Bacoor;

5. Deterthe duplication of the conduct of medical, dental, and
optical missions and provision of similar health services in the
City of Bacoor;

&. Assist the conduct of the medical, dental, and optical
missions through the City Health Office in the City of
Bacoor;

7. Ensure that the rights of the resident parficipants to the
said medical, dental, and optical missions are
respected and upheld;

8. Ensure that the hedth ond welbeing of the resident
paticipants fo the said medical, dental, and optical
missions are protected; and

?. Implement sanctions and penalties to persons or
entities who violate the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 3. SCOPE AND COVERAGE. - This Ordinance shall
cover all public and private natural and jurdical
personsfindividuals and/or entitiesfinstitutions who will
conduct medical, dental, or optical missions involving minor
and/or major medical, optical or dental surgical operations
and other health-related services within the City of Bacoor.

SECTION 4, NOTICE AND CLEARANCE. — The organizer/s of
every medical, dental or optical mission is/are hereby required
to give wrtten notice to, and coordinalte with, the Cily
Government of Bacoor, through the City Health Office of any
program or activity involving minor and/or major optical,
dental or surgical operation and other health-related services
that will be conducted within the jurisdiction of the City of
Bacoor at least two [2) weeks prior o the conduct of the said
activity, Provided, however, that the receipt of the City through
the City Health Office of the said notice does not mean that
the holding of the said medical/optical/dental missions are
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akready authorized in the absence of a wrtten clearance
signed by the City Mayor and by the City Health Officer prior to
the conduct of the said activities,

SECTION 5. PROHIBITED ACTS. - The following acts shall be
