AN ORDINANCE AMENDING, MODIFYING AND REPEALING 
CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF CITY ORDINANCE NO. 242-2022, 
ALSO KNOWN AS THE "CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY 
INCENTIVE ORDINANCE OF BACOOR".

WHEREAS, on 07 December 2022, City Ordinance 242-
2022 (CO 242-2022), Series of 2022 or AN ORDINANCE 
GRANTING SPECIAL INCENTIVES TO BUSINESS ESTABLISHMENTS, 
PROFESSIONALS, AND INSTITUTIONS THAT WILL CONDUCT 
CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY ACTIVITIES IN THE CITY OF 
BACOOR, CAVITE TO BE KNOWN AS THE "CORPORATE SOCIAL 
RESPONSIBILITY INCENTIVE ORDINANCE OF BACOOR" was 
approved by the Fifth (5th) Sanggunian Panlungsod of the 
City of Bacoor. 

WHEREAS, during the 18 February 2024 meeting, it was 
agreed there is a need to harmonize the Ordinance and the 
actual implementation of CO 242-2022. 

WHEREAS, the concerned departments and heads 
presented their respective recommendations and are 
incorporated in the proposed amendments. 

WHEREAS, on 14 March 2024, through the Office of the 
City Administrator, with the approval of the City Mayor Strike 
B. Revilla, formally requested the Sangguniang Panlungsod to 
amend certain provisions of the City Ordinance No. 242-2022, 
Series of 2022. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Sangguniang 
Panlungsod, THAT: 

SECTION 1. SECTION 2 OF CITY ORDINANCE NO. 242-
2022 SHALL READ AS FOLLOWS: 
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"Section 2. Definition of Terms. The following terms as 
used in this Ordinance are defined as: 

2.1 Business Establishments — any natural or juridical 
person not engaged in the practice of profession that 
is duly registered as a business with the Business Permits 
and Licensing Office (BPLO) of the City of Bacoor and 
is engaged in the trade or delivery of goods and 
services to any member of the public. 

2.2. Corporate Social Responsibility or Citizen's Social 
Responsibility (CSR) Activities -any activity conducted 
within the City of Bacoor by any business establishment, 
professional, or institution that aims to improve society, 
the environment, the lives of the poor, the sick, the 
victims of injustice, or the underprivileged. 

For purposes of this Ordinance, only those 
proiects proposed by the LEDIPO, CSWDO. BPLO, PESO 
and BCCHATO shall be considered as the City 
Government's Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR). 

2.3. Institutions -any school, hospital, or charitable 
organization operating within the City of Bacoor, 
Cavite. 

2.4. Professionals -any resident of the City of Bacoor 
duly registered with the Professional Regulation 
Commission (PRO) or the Supreme Court of the 
Philippines as a professional who are practicing their 
profession within the City." 

SECTION 2. SECTION 3 OF CITY ORDINANCE 242-2022 
SHALL BE READ AS FOLLOWS: 

"Section 3. Grant of Incentives. All business 
establishments, professionals, and institutions that will 
conduct CSR activities in the City of Bacoor in 
coordination with the Local Economic Development 
and Investments Promotion Office (LEDIPO), City Social 
Welfare and Development Office (CSWDO), Business 
Permit and Licensing Office (BPLO), Public Employment 
Service Office (PESO), and Bacoor City Culture, History, 
Arts and Tourism Office (BCCHATO) or any other 
department under the Office of the City Mayor prior to 
the holding of such activities shall be entitled to the 
following incentives: 

a. Free advertising of their products or 
services to all free cable television channels 
airing in the City of Bacoor for a period of thirty 
(3Q) calendar days,
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b. Public recognition of the business 
establishments, professionals, and institutions that 
will conduct CSR activities in all social media 
accounts owned by the city government. 

c. Free use of selected advertising spaces 
owned by the city government for not more than 
ten- (10) calendar days. 

d. 10% discount in their Mayor's Permit and 
Sanitation Permit fee for the year following the 
conduct of the CSR activity lies. 

e. Use of an express lane at Business One-
Stop Shop facility at the Bacoor City Hall for their 
transactions with the city government; and 

f. Assistance to be provided by the LEDIPO in 
the processing of their applications of various 
permits to be issued by the city government." 

SECTION 3. SECTION 4 OF CITY ORDINANCE 242-2022 
SHALL BE READ AS FOLLOWS: 

"Section 4. Conditions for the Grant of Incentives. 
The incentives mentioned above shall only be 
granted if the business establishment, 
professional, or institution applying for the same 
complies with the following conditions: 

4.1. It has no unpaid taxes or other 
accountabilities to the city government; 

4.2. It is consistently complying with all city 
ordinances and has not filed suit against the city 
government or is not the subject of a legal action 
filed against it by the city government; 

4.3. The proposed CSR activity/activities was duly 
coordinated with the LEDIPO, CSWDO, BPLO, 
PESO and BCCHATO or with any department/unit 
under the Mayor's Office or with the Office of the 
Vice Mayor before the CSR activities was/were 
conducted: 

4.4. It employs Senior Citizens, Persons with 
Disability (PWDs), and former Persons Deprived of 
Liberty (PDLs), and 

4.5. The business establishment, institution, or 
professional applied for the grant of the said 
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incentive in the manner to be provided in the 
implementing rules and regulations of this 
Ordinance. 

SECTION 4. SECTION 5 SHALL BE READ AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 5. Penalty. This Ordinance adopts 
Section 5 of CO 242-2022 prescribing the penalty 
for violation thereof. 

SECTION 5. SECTION 6 OF CITY ORDINANCE NO. 242-
2022 SHALL BE READ AS FOLLOWS: 

"Section 6. Implementing Rules and Regulations. 
The BPLO, LEDIPO, PESO, CSWDO, BCCHATO, the 
Office of the City Legal Service and other 
concerned city department and units shall, 
under the supervision of the City Administrator, 
draft the implementing rules and regulations of 
this Ordinance and shall submit it to the City 
Mayor within thirty (30) working days from its 
effectivity." 

SECTION 6. SECTION 7 OF CITY ORDINANCE 242-2002 
SHALL BE READ AS: 

"Section 7. Separability Clause. If for any 
reason, any provision of this Ordinance is 
declared void by a Court of competent 
jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or 
impair the remaining portions, provisions, 
sections, or parts hereof which shall remain or 
continue to be in full force and effect." 

SECTION 7. SECTION 8 OF CITY ORDINANCE 242-2022 
SHALL BE READ AS FOLLOWS: 

"Section 8. Repealing Clause. All other ordinances, rules 
and regulations or parts thereof which are in conflict or 
inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby 
considered repealed, amended or modified, accordingly." 

SECTION 8. SECTION 9 OF THE CITY ORDINANCE SHALL 
BE READ: 

"Section 9. Date of Effectivity. This Ordinance shall 
take effect immediately after its publication at least 
once in a newspaper of general circulation in the 
Province of Cavite. A copy of this Ordinance shall be 
submitted to the University of the Philippines- Office of 
the Administrative Register (UP-ONAR)."

WHEREAS, the concept of corporal social 
responsibility was developed to give private businesses —
large and small •— the opportunity to help make the 
community and the country where they operate better 
places to live and work in. Though corporate Social 

responsibility is not a novel ideal and has already been 
known, by many entrepreneurs for many years. only large or 
multinatiorO1 corporations ore habitually performing CSR 
related activities in the City of Baccor. 

WHEREAS, encouraging private businesses to take a 
more active role in improving the City of Bacoor will not only 
benefit the public but will also ease the financial burden of 
the city government in providing various services to its 
constituents. 

WHEREAS, making the practice of CSR mandatary, on 
the other hand, is inadvisable as the said concept is 
founded on generosity and altruism and forcing 
entrepreneurs to engage in CSR activities in the City 'Mll 
surely dampen the enthusiasm of entrepreneurs in doing 
good for their fellow citizens. 

Git\' Ordinance No. CO 242-2022 (COF PORATE SOCIAL 
RESPONSIBILITY INCENTIVE) 
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WHEREAS, studies conducted abroad show that giving 
incentives and due recognition to private businesses 
engaged in meaningful CSR activities produce befter results 
than making the holding of such activities mandatory. 

WHEREAS, Municipal Ordinance No. 4 was passed by 
the delunct Sangguniang Boyan of Bacoor, Cavite an 
February 6, 2012 and it mandated corporations, 
partnerships, and businesses operating within the City to 
conduct CSR activities without providing any form of 
incentive or recognition to said private entities in exchange 
for the commendable work they were supposed to do fo 
the community. 

WHEREAS, very few companies have been compelled 
to comply with Municipal Ordinance No. 4 which means 
that a new strategy must be employed by the City 
Government in order to enhance its partnership with the 
priva sector. 

NOW THEREFORE, upon motion of Hon. Hon. Reynaldo 
M. Fabari. BE IT ORDAINED by the 51h Songguniang 
Panlungsod of the City of Bacoor, Cavite THAT: 

Section 1. Application. This Ordinance shall apply to 
all c _ , ness estobtishments, professionals, and institutions 
{such as schools and hospitaisf doing business, working, or 
operating within the City of Bacoor, Cavite. 

Section 2. Definition of Terms. The following terms as 
used in this Ord nance rare defined as: 

2.1. Business Establishments -- any noturai or 
juridical person not engaged in t ie practice of profession 
that is duly registered as a business with the Business Permits 
and Licensing Office (BPLO) of the City of Bacoor and is 
engaged in the trade or delivery of goods and services to 
any member of be public. 

2.2. Corporate Social Responsibility or Citizen's 
Social Responsibility (CSR) Activities — any _ vity 
conducted within the City of Base :c ' by any business 
establishment, professional, of institution that aims to 
iniprove scr: ety, the environment, the lives of the poor, the 
sick, the vi •'ms of injust ce, or the underprivileged. 

2.3. Institutions - any school, hospital, or charitable 
organization operating within the City of Bacoor, Cavite. 

City (kdinance No CO 242-2022 (CORPORATE SOCIAL

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Z4. Professionals — any resident of the City, of 
Bacoor duly registered with the Professional Regulation_ 
Commission (PPCJ or the Supreme Court of the Phi#ippines as 
a professional who are practicing their profession within the 
City. 

Sec Hon 3. Grant of incentives. AU business 
establishments, professionals, arid r'Istitutions that will 
conduct CSR activities in the City of Ba_oor In coo~dinat€ors 
with the Local Economic ant Investmo nts Promotion Office 
(LEIPO) or any other department under the Office of the City 
Mayo prior to the holding of such activities shall be ertRled 
to the faitowing incentives: 

a. Free advertising of tt-Aer products or services to all 
tree cable television channels airing in the City of 
acoor for a period o€ thirty ( O) calendar days, 

b. Public recognition of the business establishments, 
professonas, and Institutions That will conduct CSR 
cctivitie a in all sodat media accounts owned by 
the city governrnent. 

c. Free use of setected advert-sing spaces owned by 
the city government for not more than ten (1 0I 
calendar days. 

d. 10% disco=unt in their Mayor's Permit and Sanitation 
Permit fee for the year fc-lowing the conduct of the 
CSR activity/ies. 

e. Use or an express bane at Business One..Stop Shop 
facility at the Boccor City Fiall for their transactions 
with the city government; and 

I'. Assistance to be provided by the LEiPO in the 
processing of their opplicatiort5 of various perrnRs 
D be issued by the city government. 

Sectton 4, Condtttans for the Grant of Incentives. The 
Incerhves mentioned auove shalt only be granted it the 

business establishment, professional, or institution upprying 
for the same complies with the solo }wing conditions= 

4.1. It hos ro unpaid taxies or other accountabitties 
to the city government: 

4.2. it is consis+ently comptying with alt city 
ordinances and has not fried suit against the city 
government or is not the subject of a legiti action filed 
against it by the oily government;

violated tnis Ordinance and shall be required — upon 
conviction by a court of competent jurisdiction — to pay a 
sine of PS.0O0. O. 

Section 6. Implementing Rules and Regulations. The 
BP'LO, .E'+FO, ana tic City Legal Services C` :-e shalt work 
together under the supervision of the City Admnistrator and 
submit to the City Mayor the proposed implementing rules 
and regulations of this Ordinance not later than thirty (30j 
working days after the :te of effectivity hereof. 

Section 7. Separability Clause. If for any reason, any 
provision of ' Ordinance is des i%ed void by a Court of 
competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or
impair the remaining portions, provisions. sections. or parts 
hereof which shall remain or continue to be in full force and 
effect. 

Section 8. Repeating Clause. Municipal Ordinance 
No. 4-5-2012 is hereby repeaied. All other- ordinances, rules 
and regutafions or parts thereof which are in conflict or 
inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby 
considered repealed, amended or modified, accordingly. 

Section 9. Date of Effectivity. This Ordinance shall take 
effect immediately after its publication at least once in a 
newspaper of general circulation in the Province of Cavito.
