AN ORDINANCE AUTOMATING THE SYSTEM AND PROCESS FOR
APPLICATION OF AND ISSUANCE OF PERMITS ISSUED BY THE CITY
GOVERNMENT OF BACOOR.

WHEREAS, the 1987 Philippine Consfitution, specifically
seclion 24, Asticle Il stotes unequivocally thai the Siate shall
acknowledge the essential role of communication and information
in nation-building.

WHEREAS, Section 3 (b) of Republic Act Mo, 7140 (the “Local
Government Code of 1991") provides that each local govemment
unit must build an operational mechansm and organizational
structure that is dynamic, efficient, and thal will meel the priority
needs and service reqguirements of its communities.

WHEREAS, Section 14 of Republic Act No. 7180 emphasizes
the development of suitable and independent scienfific and
technological skils, the promofion of economic success, the
upholding of peace and order, and preservation of comfort and
corwvenience of the people.

WHEREAS, Section 5 of Republic Act No. 11032 (the "Ease of
Doing Business and Efficient Government Service Delivery Act of
20187 mandates that all offices and agencies that provide
government services must regularly underfake cost compliance
analysis, fime-motion studies, undergo evoluation and
improvement of fransaction systems and procedures.

WHEREAS, Seclion 2, Parl | of Republic Act No, 8792 (the
"Blectronic Commerce Act of 2000") emphasizes the necessity of
developing an information-friendly environment that promotes
and guarantees the accessibiity ond cost-effectiveness of
Information Communication Technology (ICT) products and
services.

WHEREAS, the Cily Government of Bacoor acknowledges
the significance of raising the City of Bacoor's competitiveness on
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o local and national level to maximize its growth potential. This can
only be accomplished by improving already-existing, successful
programs and constantly creating new procedures to lower the
cost of and streamiine the requirements and processas of doing
business in the City of Bacoor.

WHEREAS, Seclion 27 of R.A. 8792 [the “Elecironic
Commerce Act of 2000") provides that “all departments, bureaus,
offices, and oagencies of the govemment, as well os all
govermnment-owned and controlled corporations, that pursuant fo
law, require or accepl the fiing of documents, require that
documents be created, or retained andfor submitted, Bsue
permits, licenses or certificates of registrofion o approval or
provide for the method aond manner of payment or settlement of
fees and other obligations to the govemment”,

WHEREAS, the City Govemment of Bacoor ossures ifs
stokeholders of its dedication fo delivering complete quality
service and achieving customer safisfaction by consistently
enhancing its systems and programs. As such, the City Govemment
of Bacoor enacted several City Ordinances such as City Ordinance
002-2022 on 13 July 2022 and Cily Ordinance 359-2024 on 07 May
2024.

NOW, THEREFORE, uvpon the motion of Hon, Rogelic M.
Nolasco, duly seconded by the all members of the 5ih
Sangguniang Panlungsod of the City of Bacoor, Cavite on regular
session assembled, be it ORDAINED that:

SECTION 1. TITLE. This Ordinance shall be known as the
“Strike-os-1 Online Ordinance of the City of Bacoor.”

SECTION 2. COVERAGE. This Ordinance shall apply to all
permils ssued by the City Government of Bacoor required by law,
rules, regulations, or ordinances. Nolwithstanding thereto, this
online service program may be applied and extended to include
other documents not called permits but have the same function as
a permnit.

SECTION 3. DECLARED POLICIES. The City recognizes the
move for Electronic Govemance (E-Govermnance] os a means of
interaction by the Govemnment with its Citizens (G2C), the privale
or business sectors [G2B)., ond abo other govermnment
agencies/entifies (G2G). The implementation and execution of this
Ordinance shall be guided by the following policies:

1. Provide on offordoble. efficient. ond cost-effective
automated system and process for the opplication and
release of pemits;

2. Provide a convenient, efficient, and secure process of
applying for permits without compromising the integrity of
the dota and documents;

3. Integrate the interconnectivity of the City Govemment
departments, offices, units, and other institutions related to
fhe issuance of permits: and
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4. Preserve the integrity and confidentiality of data collected
or acquired from clients of the City Government in the
delivery of services and govemmental fransactions.

SECTION 4. ESTABLISHMENT OF AN AUTOMATED SYSTEM FOR
THE PROCESSING OF PERMITS IN THE CITY OF BACOOR. The
establishment of an Automated System for the processing of
permits issued by the Cily Govemmenl of Bocoor is hereby
mandated ond formally instituled. Pursuant to the policies
declaored above, the City Government of Bacoor shall endeavor to
implement system innovalions and lechnological advancements
to improve and enhance ils business lransaction and service
processes comprehensively.

SECTION 5. ONLINE APPLICATIONS. To stay ahead of the
rapidly evelving economic landscape in the Cily of Bacoor and to
adopt a proactive approach in the rapidly evolving digital world,
a platform must be developed that enables the digital or online
submission of applications and necessary documents. facilitates
online payment processing. and issues permits licenses, or
approvals in the form of eleclronic documents or data messages.

SECTION &. ACCREDITED DIAGNOSTIC CENTERS, ACCREDITED
ONLINE PAYMENT SYSTEMS, AND OUTPUT DELIVERY THROUGH
PRIVATE DELIVERY SERVICE PROVIDERS. In accordance wilh the
automation of the declared policies of this Ordinance. the Cily
Govermnment of Bacoor shall accredit diognosfic centers, accredif
online payment systems, and accepl other modes of payment of
all taxes, fees, and charges comesponding to the availment of
pearmils. The City Government of Bacoor shall endeavor to improve
and enhance its business processes and services. In addition, it shall
allow its clients/customers 1o have access (o a range of cholces for
the delivery of Permil/s via recognized. reliable. technically
competent, and accredited private delivery service providers that
have been approved by the Cily Government of Bacoor. The City
of Bacoor will also collect delivery fees from the client's/customer's
prefered delivery service provider and process payments online by
employing technological advancements and other syslem
advances.

SECTION 7. AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER INTO AGREEMENTS OR
CONTRACTS. To reqlize the program objeclives of the Sirike-as-1
Online Ordinance, the City Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into
comasponding Agreements or Confracts with recognized.
technically copable. and reputable companies, entifies, or
institutions (either private or govemment) in relation to the
implementation of this Ordinance subject to comphance to the
provisions of Section 8, (1] (b) (vi] of Republic Act No. 10140 (the
"Charter of the City of Bacoor™).

SECTION 8. AUTHORIZATION TO ACCREDIT SERVICE
PROVIDERS. To accomplish the program objectives of the Shike-as-
1 Online Ordinance. the Cily Mayor is hereby authorized fo
accredil service providers that will assist the City Govemnment of
Bacoor in providing the permits. The Service Providers shall include,
but not be limited fo. payment providers, delivery providers,
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diognostic/testing cenfers, among others, and other third-party
services thal allow processing of permifs subject to compliance to
the provisions of Section 8, (1) (b) [vi) of Republic Act No. 10140 (the
“Charter of the City of Bacoor”).

SECTION %. REQUIRED ACCREDITATION, Mo Service Provider
shall be allowed to participale in the Skike-as-1 Online Ordinance
process unless they are authorzed by the Cilty Mayor. The
complete requremenis and process for accredilation shall be
included in the implementing rules and regulations.

SECTION 10. Stike-as-1 Online Ordinance Implementing
Team. The Teom that shall be in charge of (o) drafting the
implementing rules and regulations of this Ordinance; (b) ensuring
that the changes in the Citizen's Chaorter are made and
implemented; and (c] taking the necessary steps for the smooth
implementation of the Stike-as-1 Online Ordinance shall be
comprised of:

SECTION 11. Manner of Implementation; Implementing Rules
and Regulations. In the implementation of this Ordinance and the
formulation of its implementing rules and regulations, Strike-as-1
Online Ordinance Implementing Teom is hereby directed to submit
the implementing rules and regulafions of this Ordinance for the
approval of the City Mayor not later than sixty (40] working days
from the date of effectivity hereof.

SECTION 12. Budget Appropriation. The Office of the City
Mayar shall appropriate the amount necessary fo implemeant the
pravisions of this Ordinonce in its budgel or any supplemental
budget that may be approved thereafter,

SECTION 13. Separability Clause. In case any part of this
Ordinance i found to be invalid or unenforceable by o courl of

All ordinances, resolutions, and
executive orders thal are inconsistent or are in conflict with the
provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed or medified
accordingly.

SECTION 15. Effectivity. This Ordinance shall become
effective immediately after it has been published at least once in
a newspaper of general circulation in the Province of Cavite and
after a copy hereof has been posted on at least three (3)
conspicuous places within the City of Bacoor, Cavite.
