I. PROJECT COVERAGE. The S.T.R.LK.E. sa Karunungan Scholarship 
Project shall apply only to qualified Junior High School (JHS), Senior 
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High School (SHS), and College students who are residents of the City 
of Bacoor, Province of Cavite. 

11. OBJECTIVE. This Project aims to encourage and support qualified 
Junior High Schools (JHS) and Senior High Schools (SHS) who are 
residents of the City of Bacoor to pursue education by providing financial 
assistance to augment the students' educational needs. Committed to 
promoting diverse and inclusive access to education, this initiative of the 
LGU BACOOR intends to alleviate the economic burden on the student's 
families, ensuring that financial constraints do not hinder their education. 
Consequently, it aims to reduce dropout rates, encourage academic 
excellence, and contribute to the development of skilled and educated 
individuals essential for overall societal, development.

3. Grave violation of existing rules and regulations and/or 
policies of the LGU BACOOR and/or SCHOOL; 

4. Failure of the student to maintain the required grades 
and/or 

5. Other analogous circumstances. 
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D. PROCEDURE. The LGU Bacoor, in coordination with the 
participating Schools, shall formulate implementing guidelines 
within 30 days after the execution of this Agreement. 

IV. CONTINUITY. All existing responsibilities between the parties, as 
detailed in any preceding agreements, shall remain and continue to be 
valid in this present agreement. The LGU BACOOR affirms its 
commitment to providing financial assistance to scholars for their 
remaining scholarship period, subject to their continued compliance with 
the obligations specified herein. This agreement supersedes previous 
agreements executed by the parties. 

V. EFFECTIVITY AND TERMINATION. This Agreement governing the 
S.T.R.I.K.E. sa Karunungan. Scholarship rProject shall immediately 
take effect upon signing by both .parties. It shall continue to be effective 
until 30 June 2025 unless sooner termihated,>revoked, or canceled by 
either party. The period shall cover all ̀ student beneficiaries who the 
school shall recommend until the following school year.

VI. The Parties shall have the right to pre-terminate this Agreement by 
serving a written notice to. the other party at lsast`thirly (30) day's'before 
the intended date of termination and based on th~efollowing grounds:

In complying with and implementing the terms of this 
Agreement, the Parties shall exercise good faith and cooperation to fulfill 
their common objective. 

X. RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES. The Parties' relationship under and in 
relation to this Agreement shall be limited to the matters contained 
herein. Nothing herein provided shall be considered or interpreted as 
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constituting the relationship of the Parties or any of them as a partnership 
in which any one or more of the Parties may be liable for the acts or 
omissions of any other Party or Parties, nor shall anything herein 
contained be considered or interpreted as constituting any Party as the 
general agent of any other Party. 

Xl. WAIVER. The failure of either party to enforce any rights arising under 
this Agreement or to take action against the other party in the event of 
any breach shall not be deemed a waiver of such rights, nor shall it 
preclude the enforcement of such rights at any later time. No waiver by 
either party of any provision of this Agreement shall be considered a 
waiver of any other provision or of the waiving party's right to require strict 
observance of each of the terms herein. Any waiver must be in writing 
and signed by the party granting the waiver. , . 

XII. AMENDMENTS AND MODIFICATIONS. This Agreement may not be 
amended, modified, or supplemented rin~any manner, whether by course 
of conduct or otherwise, except by an instrument in  writing specifically 
designated as an amendment hereto, signed on behalf of each party.
